It said
rough weather has prevented
fishing and made transportat-
ion difficult.

The Confederation charged that
the Mafia (Black Hand), with pol-
itical support, was responsible for
the slaying -of 3b-Sicilian- -laber
leaders in the last two years. It
said the strike would be in protest.

A prospect of a split in the
Confederation loomed as a result
©f the strike call. Among the 6,-
000,000 members are many who do
not belong to the Communist or
other extreme left parties.

Fish Canners

A large meeting of fish canners
from all parts of the Province met
in the City Hall yesterday after-
noon and unanimoucly agreed to a
resolution asking the Dcminion
Departiment of Fisher.es to make
all fish landed at any cannery in
the Province subject to inspection
and to make compulsory the super-
vision of the fish processing.

The resolution also requested,
should the Department of Fisheries
deem it necessary to continuc
grading, that the work be done by
three grading umits which would

call at the canneries at regular
intervals.
The fish referred to in the

resolution are the so-called “relief
type” and include mackerel, coi,
hake, and herring.

The meeting, presided over by
Mr. S. H. Burhoe, president of the
Prince Edward Island Fisheries
Federation, was held under the
auspices of that organization.
Many non-members were present.

Mr. Burhoe, in his opening re-
marks, said the primary purpose in
calling the meeting was to learn
whether or not some better means
of Governmment inspection  for
Island fish could be found. In
recent years, he said, it has been
necessary to send samples for
grading to Halifax. Very often
there was a considerable delay
before the canner received word of
his grade. Such delays could mean
the loss of a. profitable price for
the canner, he sa'd.

Mareaver, Mr. Burhoe continued,
some canners had received a poor
grade owing to the lack of
facilities for doing the grading at
the plant. Often, if a canner knaw,
when he began to pack, that some
einor defect in his processing was
going to result in his obtaining a
:»oov: grade, he would have a chance

Finns Appear
To Have Won
Concessions

LONDON, April 6 — (AP) —
Fnland and Russia signed a 10-
yéar treaty today, binding Finland
to fight within its cwn borders in
the event either country is attack-
ed, the Moscow radio sald tonight.

The official text of the treaty,
signed in Moscow by Foreign Min-
ister Molotov of Russia and Fin-
nish Premier Mauno Pekkala said
the two countries would fight to-
gether to repel aggression by Ger-
many “or another state allied
with” Germany. The pact men-
tioned no other country by name.

Russia also pledged herself not
to interfere with the internal af-
fairs of Finland, the broadcast said.
The Soviet Union will send troops
to aid Finland in case of aggres-
sion only if Finland gives its con-
sent, the treaty stipulates,

Thus, politica] sources said here,
Finland won two major conces-
sions during the treaty negotia-
tions which began in Moscow two
weeks ago.

Prime Minister Stalin was pres-
sent at the signing cercmony. It
was he who sent a diplcmatic note
to Finnish president Juho K. Paas=
ikivi Feb. 22 asking that the two
countries open discussions for a
treaty of friendship, co-operation
and mutual assistance.

The broadcaster quoted Pekkala
as praising Russia’s “benevolent
attitude” towards his country dure
ing the ceremony.

countries would bind her to a tight
wilitary accord with the Soviet
Union. Hcwever, leading Finnish
politicians said tonight in Helsinki
the treaty cements the little Bal-
tic republic tighter ino the East-
ern Bloc, but preserves its sove
eceignty, .

If neither country renourices the
treaty before it has been in effect
for nine years, it will automatic-
ally be renewed for another five
years and from then on in five=
year cycles unless Russia or Fin-
land gives one year's notice of re-
nunciation,

All the provisions of the treaty,
the document said, “will be in ac=
cord with the principles of the
United Nations.”

The pact does not give the Rus-
slans any new bases in Finland,
and does not provide for any im-
mediate close military co-operation
such as joint staff conferences, It
comes into operation only when an
attack develops.

One political leader who had a
major role in negotiations here said
the treaty was the best possible
Pinland could obtain under present
circumstances, This was a refer-
ence to Finland’'s geographical and
demilitarized position as compared
to that of her great next door
neighbor,

The fact that agreement was
reached so swiftly after two Pin-
nish delegates, J.O. Soederhjelm
and Urho Kekkonen, returned to
Moscow at the first of the week
with PFinland's answer to Soviet
proposals, was taken as an indic-
ation that the Soviet Union had
gone a long /vay in listening to
Finnish arguments.

LONDON, April § — (CP) —Thd
budget news, in the over-all pict=
ure, was good today for Britain's
small wage earner, It was all bad
for the well-to-do.

Presenting the budget for 1948«
49, Sir Stafford Cripps, Chancellon
of the Exchequer, lifted the burden
of paying income tax from an es«
timated 500,000 Britons but slap<
ped increased levies om drinks,
smokes and sports pools. Upon the
well-to-do, he levied a tax on ine=
vestment incceme on persons withi
total incomme of more than £2,000
($8,000) a year.

The “Robin Hood” budget, Sir
Stafford's first, struck at the richi
to help the poor. But it also con=
tained new burdens affecting eve
eryone in the country.

Hardly had Sit Stafford finish<
ed his two-hour, 13-minute speech
when Winston Churchill arose ta
open the budget debate, The Con«
servative Party leader rumbled
that the taxpayer should have been
granted substantial relief from the
“mass, of pains and penallies” aris<
ing out of the war.
