Young Man Kills Nine Pérsonfs' for Their Insurance and
Then Suicides---Hideous ReC:(_)rd_ of Appalling Crimes
~-Most Remarkable Stories. Told.

OArg TowN, March, 10.—The most ro-
markable stories are being told in con-
nection with the crimes comwitted by
Basson, the murderer who committed
suicide upon seeing the body of his lat-
est victim dug up by the police,

Tha authorities pronounce this man
Basson the most remarkable criminal in
the history of South Africa. The police
nbsolutely know of nine murders per-
petrated during the past five or six years,
Yet Basson was only 25 years of age. '

In almost every-case his methods were
imilar, “He lent money to his vietim,
sarefully selecting some one hard pressed
for funds, and then as security obtained
their insurance policics. In some cases
i\eac*ua]ly paid the premiums out of his
wn pocket.

Selecting a suitable opportunity after
'btaining the policy he murdered his
vietim, Some' he drugged, and after
wards drowned. Some he strangled, yet
others he shof, and reported their death
by accident.

HIDEOUS RECORD OF CRIME.

His career is the most hideous record

of¢rime ever known in this country. In
every case Basson covered his tracks so
-cle‘t;rly as toleave no defin te evidence
of any kind. Emboldened by success and
jeoffing at. the freely made
ad to his guilt to which he would reply,
et them prove it,” he proceeded from
crie to crime, All were most carefully
planned, and there is litile doubt but
tha he had an accomplice in most cases.
Id'the Inst crime probably two men aided
him. Their arrest is momentarily ex-
pected,
"The news of Bisson’s ciimes and sui-
cide bas startled the whole of South
Africa, for his murderous career ex-
ﬁendud from Vryburg, where he killed a
man, to  Robertson, Malmesbury and
other towns of the western provinces, At
least four murders were committed by
him within the boundaries of the Cupe
peninsula  alone. During « this entire
period lived quietly with, his mother,
brother and sister, all of whom ve-
hemently affirm complete ignorance of
his crimes,
