[ (Considering that the’ TUnited
States, acting in conjunction with
its co-belligerents, entered into an
armistice with Germany on Nov. 11,
"1018, in order that a treaty of

(‘.onsl(ierlng that the Treaty of
[\{orszlllles was signed on June 28,
1918, and came into force accord:
ing to the terms of its Article 440,
but has not been ratified by the
United  States:

Considering that the Congress of
the United States passed a joint
resolution, approved by the presid-
Yent July 2, 1921, which reads in
part as follows:

“Resolved, by the Senate and
House of Representatives of the
United States of America in con-
gress assembled that the state of
war declared to exist between the
Imperial German government and
the United States of America by
the joint resolution of congress pa-
proved April 6, 1917, I hereby de-
clared at an end.”
