GERMAN WEAKKHNTISS EXPOSED.

Shutting of Troops Within Her Bord-
ers Soon to Bécome 'mpossible.

Germany’s success in holding what
lines she has is due primarily to the
excellence of her railway system,
built with a view to just such a con-
tingency as the present war, yet with
the improvement of the roadways due
to the coming of warm weather i her
old trick of suddenly slipping armies
from the Iastern to the Western
front, wherever most menaced, will
prove of little avail.

Improved road conditions will ren-
der it now possible to mass greater
numbers of Russians on the Eastern
frontier, and with the steady pound-
ing of the Allies on the West, she will
be able to weaken neither line as in
the past, not even for th shortest
time. Despite her claims to vast re-
serves of recruitable materials, she
will never have an army equal in mil-
itary strength to the army which
\made the initial dash on Paris; in the
meantime Russian, British, French
and Belgian forces grow stronger
every day.

Before the summer passes the
Union Jack is confidently expected to
occupy the heights in Germany bey-
ond the Rhine, but it is the intention
of the British Commander-in-Chief to
place it there with as little cost in
men as porsible.

When the Union Jack floats above
the German Rhine, will it float proud-
ly from the front of your loyal home
in recognition of the gallant effort of
our soldierly?
