0il Fuel Hearths
Boost Steel Yield

SYDNEY, N. 8., Aug. 21—(CP)—
A new twist in making stee] has
enabled workers in this Cape Bre-
ton industrial city to establish a
production record.

A 100-ton open hearth furnace,
using oil instead of coal gas for
fuel, has turned out four “heats”
of steel in 24 hours. Best average
for a 100-ton batch in furnaces
fired with gas from nearby gas
producers or coke ovens was 10-
12 hours.

Born of last winter's coal strike,
the use of oil as fuel was started
by steel mill engineers. One of the
five big furnaces in the open
hearth shop, which contains a bat-
tery of 100-tonner, was converted
to oll.

Steadily the oil furnace went
ahead of the old types until last
month when it turned out 100 tons
of steel from scrap and pig iron
in 8 1-2 hours. This figure soon
dropped to seven hours and fin-
ally steel men brought it down to
an average of six.

Engineers have not sald whether
all of the open hearth furnaces
which help the remainder of the
steel mills here to burn up 1,000~
000 tons of Cape Breton coa] an-
pnually will be converted to oil.
