Just what remuneration there
would be attached to the position
of full-time secretary was not de-
termined but provisions were made
for an increase of about $2300 in
the membership fees.

If these arenot ta-
ken up after ten years teaching,
200 days or the equivalent of one
teaching year has accumulated to
the teachers’ credit. That teacher
is given a year's leave of absence
with 76 per cent of salary paid,
provided the time is spent at a un-
iversity.
