Floods Recede

Beleagured residents in other
par's of the Province breathed
easier for the first time in 24 hours
as they watched the floods reced-
ing, leaving a trail of inundated
hcmes, washed out roads, torn rail-
way lines and other heavy damage.
Great cakes of “ice, broken by the
torrential rains and unseasonal
thaw that caused the freshets,
were left high and dry near spots
where a few hours before they had
been swirling around second floor
windows as stranded familles wait-
ed anxiously for rescue.

8o high did the waters rise that
in some centres—notably around
Truro and in Oxford «and Middle-
ton—it was feared for a time that
houses would be swept away, Row-
boats were used at all three towns
to carry stricken residents to the
safety of higher ground.
