WAR OF EXTERMINATION

Underground  Railways Freed from
Rats by Newly Invcnt:d Virus
LONDOIN, Nov. 18.—At least three

of London's underground railroads

have now been freed from the rats
which only a couple of weeks ago
stopped all traffic on the lines for
several hours by eating away the in-
sulation on the main cable and thus
causing @ short circut. This was fol-
lowed by a war of extermination, and
to carry on this war a newly invented
virus wag used. This virus only
harms rats and mice, and once eaten
by them they suffer from an inordin-
ate dread, of being underground in a
confined space. The officials prepar-
ed the virus and laid it duaring the
night, and already . the next day the
rats commenced their jostling rush
to the surface, and each morning
afterwurds  when the stations were
opened, hundreds of dead aats were
found.

FRENCH DESERTER
ATONED FOR FAULT

Surrendered to Gendarmes of
Customs and Announced
His Real Name

PARIS, Nov, 13.—A strange military
romance was related at a court-mar-
tial at Chalons, where Victor Marc-
walker, a warrant officer, was tried
{or desertion. Under a false name,
the man had rejoined the army, and
atoned for his fault by winning medals
and promotion,

Marcwalker joined the Ninety-
fourth infantry in 1890, at the age of
twenty-one. Not long afterward he
arrest for stealing
provisions from the regimental store,
‘where he was clerk in charge. Three
years' after a court-martial in his ab-
sence sentenced him to twenty years'|
penal servitude.

In 1895 he enlisted in the Foreign
Legion under the name of Walck, and
was sent to Algeria. He proved an
excellent soldier, and was quickly pro-
moted to sergeant, and then to ser-
geant-majcr.  1Te fought in all the
Frencn coid wars in Madagascar
and Tonking, and earned three medals.

‘Walck was recently promoted to
warrant rank as a reward for distin-
guished service, and was recommend-
ed for the military medad, the most
coveted decoration a French soldier
can ~eceive.

R¢.arning to France _on furlough,
Walck, or Marcwalker, in a moment
of acute conscience suprendered to
the gendarmes at Chalons as a de-
serter, announcing his real name.

The court-martial acquitted Marc-
walker, considering that he had fully
atoned for his early crimes by his
subsequent long service, gallantry and
devotion to duty.

SOCIALISTS AT LOGGERHEADS

Different Views of tht Parties Causes
the Trouble

PARIS, Nov. 13.—The socialists of
Trance according to whose theories
all humanity should consider itsell one
big family, are not by any means a
very happy family themselves at the
present time. They are nagging
among themselves, going at it hammer
and tongs. M. Jaures, in his capacity
of editor of the “IFHumanite” has his
hands full. He is attacked right and
left and with the frankness which has
always been one of his chief character-
istics he publishes every attack in full
and replies to each attack separately.
Almost half the spaec of his paper is
tgken up by polemics. In the latest
jssue “Citizen” Jaures replieg to four

doughty critics. Ie regrets the de-
plorable condition In the party but
hopes that frank discussion will

straighten things out. Meanwhile he
does not resent the ‘‘malevolent and
almost offensive attacks” made upon
him. “I will not wound a militant”
he declares and the militants art furi-
ous with him because he will not put
“ginger” enough in his articles. Jaures
as leader of the Socialists, or a part
of them, has an exceedingly difficult
task. The truth is that these social-
{sts have different views of Socialism.
There is the moderate Socialist, who
s ostracizedl because he will not sub-
geribe to the revolutionary doctrines
which are intended to obliterate
France, and there is the Gustave
Herve type of Socialist, who should
change his name and describe himself
an out-and-out anarchist. These two
types are struggling for supremacy.
It is a question of capturing the party
machine, and thus it comes about that
Jaures finds himself between two roar-
jng fires and runs a 1risk of getting
himself scorched.
