1t was 25 years ago this coming
December that von Papen was sent
back to Germany from the United
glates on the state department's
discovery that he had indulged in
“mproper activities in military and

. paval matters.”

Hitler named him ambassador to
Twkey in April of 1939, but I
failled to prevent Turkey from en-
tering Into a mutual assistance pact
with Britain,

Von Papen's call to Berlin ecies
at a time when the Turkish press
is declaring that “we are whole_
heartedly with the Greek nation,”
and suggesting that this country
tender all possible ald to Greece.

Deal With Axis

Col. Ralston
Inspects Units,

Defence Minister J. L. Ralston
completed his brief tour of in-
spection in this province yester-
day and left by plane shortly after
noon enroute to Ottawa, He arriv-
ed at Summerside from Saint John
Wednesday night.

Early yesterday morning the De-
fence Minister visited the elemen-
tary air training school at St.
Eleanors, one of the Empire air
training fields. It will be called
the Summerside alrport, it was
announced.

Following his inspection of the
air school Col. Ralston came to
Charlottetown by motor, He was
accompanied by Premier Thane A.
Campbell, B. W. Robinson, M.L.A.,
and Peter G. Clark.

At the Beach Grove Inn mili-
tray training centre the Minister
inspected men of the Non-Per-
manent Active Militia. He con-
gratulated Col. F. I. Andrew, the
officer commanding, and his assoc-
iate officers, telling them it was a
“great inspiration” to see the men
at work. It was the second of the
39 military training centres he in-
spected, he said.

The Minister pralsed the pro-
gress the men made after only
three weeks in camp. The smart-
ness and steadiness of the men
was high testimony to the admir-
able training they had received.

They could not learn the trade
of soldiering in 30 days, he con-
tinued, but they could learn the
foundation  principles, physical
drill, discipline, and fundamentals
of infantry drill and musketry.

The training camps would pro-
vide for emergencies, he declared.
The soldiers in the centres would
be prepared to do their part if
the time came.

“There is a blg job to be done
in trimming Hitler, let us go to
it,” he concluded.

Before leaving the camp the
Minister visited the hospital and
chatted with the patients there.

At the veterans guard camp at
the Brighton ordnance compound
Col. Ralston saw the unit on par-
ade and congratulated the men on
their appearance, To use Kipling's

“The limited poss'bilities of
Albania as the base for the Ital-
ian front—having only three or
four highways—make it diffi-
cult for Italy to concentrate
overwhelming forces.

“With the appearance of
British aviation in Greece the
Italian bases in the southeastern
part of Italy itself will be sub-
Jected to the blows of bombers.
