Flavours and Decorations
Fondants are always popular,
One can have such a variety of fla-
vors and shapes too.

It is rather a good idea, if one is
keen on sweet makng as a hobby,
to make up boxes of mixed sweets,
such as fondants and marzipan,
and send them to one's friends for
Christmas. One can make the
sweets long before they are needed
and at the same time can be quite
sure that cne's gift will be wel-
come. This is the recipe, one lb.
granulated sugar, 1 gill water, 1
dessertspoonful of glucose or 1-4
teaspoonful cream of tartar, Dis-
solve the sugar in the water. When
quit> disso'ved, add the cream 'of
tartar, Boll up to 240 degs. F.
When it reaches the right temper-
ature, turn out on to a wet marble
slab, or if you have not got one

Fondants should be left to set for
a day, but a'ways In a very dry
place.,

Fondant is also used for centses,
and in this case it is formed into
tiny balls or flat round eakes.
Some of the fondant is heated a '
little till liquid and as hot as one
can bear to the tongue. This is pla-
ced in a small bowl and the centre
taken on a tiny fork, used for this
purpose, the centre is dipped in the
liquid fondant, twisted neatly at
the edge of the bow! to remove any
surplus coating, and then laid flat
on a rack to dry off. As the fork is
removed, give it just one twist.
This makes that professional look-
ing little curl on  the top of each
sweet.
