This race was arranged by
Mr. Kohlsaat's unewspaper, the
Times-Herald, Thanksgiving Day,
1895, almost a quarter of a centu-
ary ago. A host of cars were en-
tered—on paper—but less than a
dozen were able to reach even the
starting point. Others didn’t man-
age to get more than a few hun-
dred yards from .the tape-line and
only three succeeded in getting
back, the winner of the first prize'
making the 53 1-2 mile course in
10 hours 25 minutes. And at that

tendance was large. Henry Fora,
however, was not among those
present, The reason?
