The Oriental’ Review for November
gives a very interesting sketch of the
career of Yuan Shih-kai, who is the
Ei:t hope.. of tpe M@.nql\r dynasty in

ina.

Yuan Shih-kai.is not a Manchu,
but a Chinese, and has had a re-
markable career. He is fifty-two

years old, and since the death of the
Dowager, Empress./T'zer. Hsi has lived
in forced retirement on one of his
several estates. Those who forced
him out of public life have now turn-
ed to him to save the fortunes of
the dynasty which has ruled China
for more than 250 years, but is now
tottering. to its fall,

If the past record. of Yuan may be
accepted as an indiction of his pres-
ent character, he is not the man to
save the situation. More than once
he has shown the qualities of a trai-
tor, eager to advance his own for-
tunes rather than ‘to serve the inter-
ests of the people. Adopted by a sol-
dier uncle, he went in 1882 with - a
Chinese detachment to the assistance
of the King of Korea, who was
treatened by an insurrection. At the
age of 26 he was Imperial Resident
at Korea. The Oriental Review de-
clares that he was responsible for
the outbreak of the China-Japan war
in 1894, by ordering Chinese troops
to Korea in open violation of a
treaty with Japan. The - latter
,bromptly replied by sending troops
to the Hermit Kingdom. Yuan then
prevailed upon the Korean govern-
ment to demand the withdrawal of
Japanese troops, but on the Very
night the demand was presented he
secretly fled to China, leaving Korea
to the mercies of Japan. His part
in the coup d'etat of 1908 was in-
finately less to his credit. The Em-
peror was in favor of radical re-
forms, but was opposed by the Em-
press Dowager, who had been won

over by the reactionary party. Her
plan was to set aside the Emperor

and resume the regency. In this she
relied upon the aid of Jung Lu, vice-
roy, living in Tientsin. She and the
Emperor  were to visit Tientsin in
the 9th Moon. Before that time ar-
rived, Yuan Shih-kai, who was then
the Judicial Commissioner of Chihli’

audience by the Emperor, and dis-
cussed with him the needs of the Em-
bire. Yuan, who owed his erapid ad-
vancement to the great viceroy Li
Hung Chang, was then 389 years old.
He professed so much interest in the
cause of reform that the Emperor
took him into his ¢onfidence and out-
lined his plan of action. It was nec-
essary to remove Jung Lu, who was
gevernor general of Chihli and con-
mander-in-chief of the foreign drilled
forces, which were needed to keep the
reactionary party in check. Yuan
Shih-kai undertook tc have Jung Lu
decapitated, to bring the troops to
jthe capital, and seize and imprison
the Kmpress Dowager. He accepted a
decree by which on the completion of
his mission he would become viceroy
of Chihli.. Having given the Emperor
the most solemn assurances of his
fidelity, Yuan proceeded to Tientsin,
but instead of keeping his pledge re-
vealed the =~ whole plan to Jung Lu.
The latter, taking with him the Em-
peror‘s  decree, hurried to Peking,
told the story to the Empress Dow-
ager, and within twenty-four hours
the Emperor was a prisoner. He was
kept a prisoner,though still nominally
the emperor, until his death two
years later. Yuan -Shih-kai was made
viceroy of .Chihli, as the reward of
his perfidy.

When the HEmpress Dowager died,
Yuan was forced into retirement, and
has since taken no part in public af-
fairs. There seemed to he considerable
doubt whether he would accept the
premiership lately offered him, and
there were rumors that he might
join the revolutionists. However, he
is now at Peking as the champion of
the Manclit government. His former
friend and patron, Li Hung Chang,
is with the republicans.

The Oriental Review expresses the
view that had not Yuan played the
traitor to the former Emperor, who
was disposed toward radical reforms,
China would be much farther advanc-
ed today. Yuan, however, is a very
able man, - After the war with Japan
he drilied and armed.troops on Euro-
pean lines, established  military
schools and onfor(‘ed dicipline. When
governor of SHanting he suppressed
the Boxers, protected foreigners, and
maintained order. It is said to the
credit of his authority that ‘not a
foreigner in his province perished
while Chihli was in flames.”’

This is the man strong, selfish, un-
scrupulous, but of remarkable abill
ity, who is facing the revolution that
has raised rits head in every province
of China. The Oriental Review, which
is a Japanese publication, declared
that his task is hopeless, and that
the days of the Manchu dynasty,
cruel, corrupt and tyrannical, are
numbered.

Mapping Alu
Previous to 1896 our kuowledge of
Alaska was crude and imperfect. The
coast mountains -were kuown, but the
two great inland ranges, one of which
contains the bigbest peaks on this con-
tinent, were hardly indieated on any
map. But owing to the lubors of the
geological survey all the larger geo-
graphic features ot that country have
now been outlined and a network ot
exploratfons has been extended over
the whole of Alaska., There are no
more mountain ranges to be discovered,
although there are several yet to be ex-
plored. ©Outof a total area of about 620,-
000 square. miles not oune-half remains
unmapped and unexplored. The min-
ing resources have been particularly
studied, and there is no known mining
distriet in Alaska about which the sur-
vey 18 not able to furnish definite in-
formation.—Harper's \Weekly.

Perils of Interior Africa.
