Dr. J. A. MacMﬂan was the
guest speaker last n‘ght and he de-
livered an interesting address on
world conditions at present A par-
tial text of this address is given
below.

The President, Major MacNutt,
spoke briefly outlining some of the
work being done by the Free Dis-
pensary. In welcoming those pres-
ent, he said that the meeting was
more than a month later than us-
ual this year. This was due to the
Red Cross campaign being held in
May as the organization did not
want to interfere with this drive.

The Dl.spensarﬁ was organized 33
years ago and has continued to
carry on its good work ever since,
he statc ', He thanked the executlve
for the work done during the year
and mentioned particularly the
Secretary-Treasurer, Mrs. Riley and
Miss Earle. He also referred to the
annual collection ‘of the oganiza-
tion and expressed the hope that
the contributions this year would be
generous,

The Treasurer’s report, submitted
by Mrs. Riley, showed a satisfactory
balance on hand.

This was followed by a» compre-
hensive review of the years activi-
ties wh'ch was given by Miss Earle.
Part of this report appears below.

Mr. C. H. Black moved a vote of
thanks to Miss Earle for her valued
work and this was seconded by Mr.
J. H. McQuaid.

At th~ conclusion of the main ad-
dress a vote of thanks to Dr, Mac-
Millan was moved by Mr. W. J.
Brawders. It was seconded by Mrs.
W. E. Bentley and supported by
Mrs. Miller.

Dr, MacMillan’s Address

Fouowlnﬁls a partial text of Dr,
J. A. MacMillan’s address:—

“As we sit here at this meeting
this evening the whole world is tak-
ing stock. Ideas, ideals, motives and
outlooks are receiving careful scru-
tiny with regard to their useful-
ness, feasibility and value. Every

nation seeks the solution of its par-
ticular problems and has in most
cases adopted stern methods to
solve them, If we were to look into
the background of the present tur-
moil we might be surprised to find
that fundamentally the nations face
the identical situation of trying to
obtain a practical decent living for
the majority of its citizens.

“The Russians have attempted in
the past to meet this growing need
by a collective communal type of
state wherein all contribute to the
same pot and all draw similar sub-

~sistence-from—the same-source; The

Germans, Italians and in some
measure the Japanese have altered
the scheme slightly by affirming
that the state is the only real en-
tity, and the family and individual
only exist in and for the State, The
so called democratic nations reaf-
firm their belief in government for
and by the people and stoutly main-
tain the rights of the individual
pre-exist and therefore cannot be
abrogated or discarded without the
loss of the precious gift of liberty.

“So far has this conflict of ideas
and methods gone that the whole
world now finds itself in a conflag-
ration the like of which has never
been known.

“If this present war is to ald in
anyway to solve the problems on
which the blame for its inception
are laid, there must of necessity be
some form or criterion by which
may be judged the principles used
in outlining the peace. You and you
and you and I, we all agree that
the totalitarian nations are wrong.
we feel it, we know it. but if I were
to ask any one of you to prove it
to me could you do i{t? The Germ-
ans and the Japs think we are the
decadent races, that we are the
dupes, and can you and I really
prove that we're not?

“If there are no immutable first
principles that admit of nd change
in any country or among any
peoples, if, in other words ideals
and rights are nothing but the cus-
toms and modes of individual na«
tions then the Germans and the
Japs have a right to do things their
way, no matter how much these
practices may differ from ours. If
nothing is inherently good or evil,
if there is no such thing as right
and wrong everywhere, anywhere
always and at all times then the
totalitarian states have the right to
set up their own standards when
and where they like and we must
admit to them this prerogative from
our own principles,
