of Him as one either distant or dead,
and conveys the conviction of his
soul in the living God by every line
of his rugged features and every word
of his truth telling tongue and every
output of his royal heart. 4

It. does not matter much where the
messenger is' from or what may be
his pedigree if his message is
straizht. After all what is said is of
more importance than who it is who
says it. What is said before long
constitutes  the measure of the one
who says it.

The poli-
tician who has ‘“‘had his ear to the
ground’’ will sometimes claim to
know what the will of the people is,
but Blijah, by reason of his personal
contact with God, is surer of his mes-
sage.
