If
a city man placed ten thousand dollars
in a Prince Edward Island farm, with
no practical farmer in charge, would.
you expect him to make money? Cer-
tainly not. Then why expect' a-farmer
or_ordinary husiness man to make
money in advertising.

‘To get the most out of advertising,
copy should be prepared by some one
who not only knows what he writes
about but believes it also. e should
know something ahout the .class of
people he is trying to reach. Each
publication. has a certain individual-
ity of its own. Copy that would pull
replies in one paper might pe entirely
wasted in another. What is needed is
individual attention from some one
Wwho understands advertising . and is
familiar with the subject. A large
advertising agency cannot -afford to
give this attention for only ‘a few
dollars worth of advertising,

Theré are over two hundred com-
panies incorporated in Prince Edward
Island, and it should be no trouble for
these to raise $100,000 a year for ad-
vertising. This - amount properly
handled would bring all the new
capital  into the business that is
needed. - It would place the business
on a sound basis and it would: mean
that Prince Edward Island would be
called upon to supply foxes for breed-
Ing purposes for many years to come,
At any rate it is certain that the busi-
ness can never get the publicity that
it needs by individual companies
placing small stock advertisements.

A * general  publicity campaign
through good periodicals is the only
effective way to advertise on a large
scale. American people have confi-
dence in anything advertised for two
principal' reasons. First, it indicates
prosperity; and second, reputable
publications will not aceept question-
able advertising. This same campaign
could be used to bring thousands of
summer  tourists to Prince Edward
