In the announcement of publica-
tion the’ author’'s name is “A/c
Ross."

Aircraftsman Ross was
one of his severa! assumed ‘names.
He also used the name of Shaw.
which he made legally his own in
1927 and held until his death in
May. 1935, of injuries received in a

Mr. Canby describes “The Mint”
as “not a book,” but “a foundation,
a porch to a great edifice that nev-
er was built, a torso, with a sketch
of the whole added.” It was de-
signed, the reviewer writes, “to be a
Life in the Air Se:rvice, as ‘The
Seven Pillars’ was a Life in a Rev-
olution and a victory.”

“‘“The Mint’ proper,” writes Mr.
Canby, “is the record of his life at
the Uxbridge depot where the old
army crushed new recruits into a

an aircraftsman should be like.
These chapters of diary which con-
stitute about two-thirds of the book
are grouped under general headings
The Raw. Material and The Mill.
They will excite future reviewers.”

“The Mint,” according to Canby,
describes '~ Lawrence's day-to-day
record of his ‘“experiences as the
least of his Majesty's rookies.”

“They contain. the stuff of an
army saga,” the review continues.
“It is an old story: the sadism of
dogs in office, the surprising resi-
liency of human nature in thesz
men who were béing broken (the
old regime still held in Lawren-
ce’s first enlistment) to obedience,
blind, stupid cbedience to fit them
for service in a new realm where
intelligence and self-dependence
were indispensable. The methods of
the dull master of grenadiers were
being used on the future airmen.

“I cannot describe adequately,
without quoting, the language under
punishment of this mixture of the
unemployed, ex-soldiers, ex-sailors,
ex-mechanics. Thank heavens, the
genteel readers will probably be all
dead by 1950! ‘The Mint’ would
finish them.

“But the Janguage is on'y Law-
rence’s way of translating the life.
He was 15 years older than the
average; he had known greatness,
exalted greatness; he had known
the bitterness of disillusion; after
agonizing over the making of a bcok
he was now trying to open life
again, but this time as the lowest
of the low, and with a body that
had been strained to the breaking
point and must be forced against
odds.
