The Minister of Finance, Sir Thog
White, said that the speech of My,
Lloyd George was a wonderful epoch-
marking utterance, one of the greatest
if .mot the greatest, in Parliamentary;
history. “There can be no doubt,” said
the minister, “that the principles laiQ)
down by the British Premier are thow
oughly sound and essential, having re-
gard to the situation with which Great
Britain is confronted at the present
time, Two conditions have been chiefly
responsible for the drastic action pro
posed. The first is the shortage of oc-
ean tonnage, and the second fs the
state of sterling exchange. From the
latter, which {s a financial standpoint,
itis the true policy of Great Britain
to-import only those essential things
which §he.must have-and cannot ‘pro-
duce at home in gufficient quantity for,
herself and her allies whom she is
helping to finance, These things will be

munitfons, She must find money ‘ab-
road to pay for such of these as she
purchases abroad. That iz to day, for
example, she must find money in Can-
ada and in United States to pay 'for
the munitions, grain and other food-
stuffs which she needs #rom this con-
tinent, She eannot pay for these im-
ports which have hecame s0 greatly
increased over the normal; by her ox
ports. The balance must he paid for
in gold or from the procedds of loans
made on ‘thiz side of the Atlantic
To ease the drain of gold and im-
prove sterling exchange ¢onditions as
well ay to conserve cargo 'space in
ocean merchantent, the impurlu!ipn
of such commnodities as Great * Brif
ain can supply herself, and of luxi)-
es which are non-essentials is to ‘ho
banned.”

The Same for Canada

The minister said further that the
general-lines of the policy laid down
by the British Prime Minister werc
as sound for Canada today as for
Grzat Britain, There is great need
for increased--production especially of
agricultural production. ' Theére ' is
great need for the abolition of waste
and the right limitation of luxurious
expenditure. In connection with the
question s to ‘Wwhether an embalgo
should he placed against the import-
ation into Canada of luxuries, it is to
\be pointed out that many of these
articles come from France and Italy
and are covered by treaties hotween
Canada and these countries,
example ,the convention = hetween
France and Canada of 1908 provides
for fixed rates of customs duties upon
a range of articles of luxurious ex-
penditure, including table luxuries,
wines, embroideries, velvets, ribbons
and manufacturers of «ilk.

“The problem for Canada,” said the
minister, ‘‘is to greatly increase pro-
duction and cut down luxurious ex-
penditures.
