A short talk on singing in the schools
was given by Professor McCready.

“Agriculture and Our Standards” by
Rev. Dr. Gauthier. He said the farm-
ers should have as their standards
peace, happiness, and - contentment.
Farming is @rudgery unless followed
with a desire to excel. Quality should
be ‘the farmers’ alm. The great war
has taught us history. We know now
that Belgium—a small country—sup-
ported seven million people, and that
they loved rural conditions, followed
extensive cultivation and had a pro-
vinclal and national pride. In dealing
with our dairy products, Dr. Gauthier
said, if' we made good cheese some
years ago, it does not follow that our
cheese i3 now-up to the standard. Edu-
cated cheese makers are required. A
higher standard is. demanded by the
consumer. Some of our creameries are
still making poor butter, and some of
our ‘factories unsaleable cheese. Some
1ttle detects spoil the whole product.
The remedy is legislation and co-op-
eration.” 756 p. c., of the patrons are
careful, 25 p. c, careless, and the 25
p. ¢, spoil - the ' whole vat, There
should be also a standard for milk, It
should be inspected and paid according
to. quality. ‘Doctor Ghuthier then ‘em-
phasized the need of having school
children imbued with patriotism,.

While the old log schoolhouse
has done its part well, it does not
meet the requirements oY this age,
Both our city and country school
buildings might be much  improved.

LONDON, Aug. 1.—The second an-
niversary of Germany’s declaration of
war on Russia finds the relative posi-
tions of the belligerents very diferent
from those of the first anniversary.
The Entente Allies are now pursuing
a successful offensive on all fronts
The central powers are virtually every-
where on the defensive.  Emperor
Willilam has celebrated the occasion
by: the issue of proclamations to his
army, nayy and people which breathes
a spirit of continued confidence in ul-
timate victory for Germany. QOpera-
tions on the eastern front continue to
surpass those in the west in dramatic
interets. Military critics. express
great admiration ‘for' Russian tactics
one of the important objects of which,
fh théir opinion, has been to isolate
the Austrians from the German armies
on the Russian front, This, it is now
claimed, has been virtually accompli-
shed by the Russians driving a wedge
into the Austro-German positions along
the front of Kovel Vladimir Volynski.
The view here is that if the Russians
have thus accomplished the severance
of the Germans frof the Austrfans,
the result of the whole of Russian Ge-
neral Brussiloff's strategy. will have
been’ obtained, it being argued by mi-
litary observers that without  German
support the Austrian armies will be-

They
say that the Austrian forces between
the Lipa and Denister rivers are doom-
ed, . ‘There has been no confirmation
of reports received in Rome that Ko-
vel and Vladimir-Volyniski have been
evacuated, but Rome is unusually well
informed on Russian news. A cor-
respondent with the Russian forces
has reported that the roads towards
Kovel “are black with the retreat-
ing enemy.”/ Exactly where Gen.
Brussiloff’s neéxt blow will fall is not
known.

The Rugsians are virtually within
the same distance of both Kovel and
Vladimir Volyniski and also are pres-
sing 'closer toward Lemberg.

Since Sunday’s cobmined advance
on the Somme line by the British and
French the situation there has been
comparative quiet. The French have
sustained the brunt of German coun-
ter attacks launched against the posi-
tions captured in this region. The
Germans claim to have driven back
the British who had penetrated on
a narrow front the territory west of
Foureaux wood and to have success-
fully repulsed French attacks in the
neighborhood of Maurepas . There
has, however, been .no important
change in the line since the Anglo-
French advance.

The statement from Rlssian head-
quarters issued this evening says:

Western Front—In the region of the
villages of Stolisva and Smolary, the
German infantry made a rush attack
on our troops occupying western bank
of the Stokhod river. = They were.
repulsed by our troops who inflicted
heavy losses on teh enemy. The
battle is still proeeding.

Caucasus Front—Our. troops advanc-
ed further in the direction of Sivas
to west of Erzingan,

reaching maturity only fitted for the
unskilled vocations.
