(hydrated lime) as used in the
preparation of Bordeaux mixture
may be used. The eggs previously‘
placed in a crock, water-tight-bar-
rel or other suitable receptacle, are
covered with the lime-water, and
the vessel containing the eggs
should be kept covered.
Water-glass, the well-known pre-
servative, chemically known as sil-
licate of soda, is readily obtainable '
at druggists and grocers, being sold
in both liquid and solid form. It
has been . extensively experlmentedI
with using solutions varying in
strength from 2 to 10 per cent, i, e.
2" pounds to 10 pounds per 10 gal-
lons of water; a 5 per cent solu-
tion gave bttter results than
stronger solutions, It is readily
soluable and no special directions
for preparing this preservative sol-
ution are necessary.

The results from “water-glass”
haave on the whole been very
falrly satisfactory but lime-water
has proved superior in the Ottawa
tests—the eggs, on breaking, show-
ing less discoloration of ‘‘whites”
with more globular yolks.
