Cover
and cook, with occasional stirring,
until no raw flavor of starch re-
mains. Remove from heat and stir
in the orange fuice and vanilla.
Ccol thoroughly, but do not chill,

Turn into mould over the al-
ready-set fellv and chill until firm.

Unmould and serve with pouring
cream or custarch sauce.
