Per-
haps we have made a mistake in try-
ing so hard to rescue ine hardened
sinners that we have neglected pre-
ventative measures. In Canada there
are enly about 35 life-saving stations
along the shores, while there are 1800
places to warn sailors of danger. In
our church, life we have not enough
life-saving stations. The - lighthouse
method is the most inteiligent. It is
much more intelligent to rescue the
boys and girls before they have gone
into sin than to allow them to drift in-
to sin'and then make frantic efforts to
save them. Each Christian should be
a lighthouse along the sea of life to
lead every one we meet to believe in
‘the Lord Jesus Christ as a personal
Saviour. It is casier to form than to
reform, It is easier to lead the young
to Jesus Christ than the old. Christ
is only discerned by those who are
spiritually enlightened. 1t is for us to
reflect the Christ of God in our lives.
The choir sang an anthem with fine
effect. Miss Blanche Bovyer was the
soloist.

ST. JAMES.

In St. James Church last night the
pastor, Rev. Dr. Fullerton, preached
a stirring sermon which breathed ex-
hortation to every patriot to stand
firm in the present crisis and main-
tain his faith in the righteousness of
the Empire’s cause. He chose his
text from the 6th chapter of Paul's
Epistle to the KEphesians, verse 13,
“Wherefore take unto you the whole
armour of God that ye may be able to
withstand in the evil day, and having
done all to stand.” It has been
pointed out, said the preacher, that
from the standpoint of grammar this
is an ante-climax, but from the stand-
point of common sense, from the stand
point of meeting life's emergencies
and dealing with life’s crisis it is
sound wigdom. = The apostle is telling
these Christians that they are to
stand on the side of Jesus Christ, they
are to stand on the side of righteous-
ness, that they are antagonistic to
evil in every form and in all
its forms; that they have entered into
the thickest of the fight and must
remain in the conflict, that they must
not shirk the battle in the hour when
things are dark and threatening and
unpropitious. In the darkest hour
they are to equip themselves like men;
in the day when everything seems to
be on the losing side they are to put
on the whole armour of God. He says
to these people, your fight is an ardu-
ous fight; it will be a long struggle;
you will have varying fortunes in your
warfare; but be not dismayed for God
is with you. Nay, more. Remember
when the last arrow has been shot;
when your enemy seems to be dis-
concerted, even then your danger is
not over. In this we find a parallel to
much existing in modern times and
in history. Even in the most adverse
hour; even when circumstances seem
to be overwhelming against you, if
you believe in the righteous sense of
vour cause, still have faith in God, still
have faith to do and to dare much,
every righteousness must emerge vic-
torious in the end. We trace in our
own annals the development of nation-
al and spiritual and civic freedom.
There have beeén many great crisis in
the history of our Empire, times when
she has been sorely tried, times when
the flag of freedom seemed almost to
be torn to tatters, wars which, though
in the main successful, were not
brought to an issue without great suf-
fering and loss; there have.been fam-
ines which have brought disease and
death to great numbers of the sub-
jects of our Empire; yet standing to-
day at this crisis we can look back
on the past as a period of growth and
expansion in almost every possible di-
rection. With no undue pride we may
well cultivate the idea that we belong
to a great people. But we cannot be
a great people unless we have a divine
vocation, unless we have a mission not
arbitrarily chosen by ourselves, but
imposed upon us by the very leadings
of Providence, If that Is so why
should we to-day be contending in this
mighty struggle against a most power-
ful foe? If that is so is this really the
plan of God for bringing about that
one divine event to which the whole
creation moves? And if that is so is
there any cause for reaction simply
because we are not making the ad-
vances that we think ye should be
mwaking, or because we’ are meeting

Why,
if we believe that the Eternal God has
founded us as an Empire witih a high
and noble mission in view, wé have
only to look L:ack on the titanic strug-
gle of a hundrad years ago to remem-
ber how under the dominion of Drit-
ish arms the Allies overthrew the Cor-
sican and gained freedom rov Europe.
What the British Empire has don® in
the past she is able to do again. We
have realised to-day solidarity; we
have that trust in each other that has
no.t been equalled in days gone by; in
this war we are holding each other as
by hooks of steel. We are all proud
of the history of Nelson. The assur-
ance of being supported by those
whom he supported to the uttermost—
is it not a recapitulation of this ex-
perience that makes us strong, strong
beyond any possible computation of
our numbers. We demand great ef-
forts from every part of our Empire,
but we do so with the certainty that
the demand will be met. We have un-
dertaken a colossal enterprise with
the certainty that our arms will be
supported, that victory in the end
must rest with us, that the cause of
freedom must conquer. It would have
been an easy matter by diplomacy for
Britain to have remained out of the
conflict but national self-absorption is
equivalent to moral paralysis. Had
we neglected the weak, had we been
hard and indifferent to the wrongs
and sorrows of others we would have
been ensnared in our vice. Our am-
bition is to put God and humanity in
the forefront of all our thought and
therefore of all our action. If we
are to forget the obligations we owe
the human race then we are to prove

unworthy of all our blessings. Our
freedom was dearly bought; it has
grown with our growth; it has
strengthened. with our strength. Till

now, like a moral giant, it faces over-
whelming odds on the land and keeps
the great oceans free. Let us rise on
the very wings of faith that we may
grasp the purpose of the eternal God
in placing us where we are in this very
conflict to-day. It will cost many a
noble life, it will bring sadness and
sorrow and desolation to many of the
homes in our free land; but it will
mean the working out of the purposes
of him with whom we have to do. It
will teach us that our election as a
nation is for suffering, for discipline,
for the discharge of those special du-
ties that rise again and again in the
crisis of international life. We are
not where we are that we may be sin-
gularly bappy; we are where we are
to-day that we may work on the side of
Providence in working out the des-
tiny of humanity. Never in the his-
tory of our people was there a greater
demand for men with high and noble
ideals, for men with those qualities
of national patriotism that will ven-
ture much, that will meet every sacri-
fice that will lay down life if need be
for the perpetuation of all that is good
and true. Never has our beloved Em-
pire been in such peril as she is at
this very hour. Our opponents tell us
that they have the genius for Empire
and that we wont stand in their way.
Before them is either world dominion
or ruin; they now look upon ruin and
rigk it in this mighty effort after world
dominion. If we are on the side of
God, if the text we have chosen is the
voice of God ringing in our hearts
then we must clearly understand the
the issue. If those who are antagonis-
tic to-day should succeed all hope of
progress would be lost. We are in
conflict with perhaps the ablest race
of people on God's earth, an enemy
that has taken every possible subter-
fuge, that has used all kinds of treach-
ery that it may win victory in the end
and then attribute that victory to the
prowess of their arms and the right-
eousness of their cause. Itell you with
no uncertain sound the apostolic injunc
tion comes to us, stand fast! Do not
sacrifice the freedom that your fore-
fathers bought for you at so great a
price, Stand fast! Lay down your
life if need be. The appeal of heaven
is an appeal to us to be welded each
and all into one imperial hope, one
with Britain heart and soul, one life,
one flag, one fleet, one throne. Bri-
tons! Hold your own.

SUMMARY OF THE SITUATION

LONDON, Nov. 8—The German and
Austrian armies are now on the de-
fensive. In the west they have given
up all efforts to break through the
Allied lines around Ypres, in Belgium,
