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A BRITISH AND PATRIOTIC

To the efforts of Mrs. Clarke Mur-
ray is due the fact that in 1900 'the
National Chapter of the Daughters of
the Empire was formed in Toronto
under the name of The Imperial Or-
der of the Daughters of 'the Empire,
and with the motto ‘‘One Flag, One
Throne, One Empire.”’ Arrangements
were also made for the, formation of
junior chapters to be known as ‘‘The
Children of the Empire.’”’ It is also
in dlliance with The Victoria League,
London, Eng., The Navy League
England and the Guild of Loyal Wo-
men, South Africa.

The aims of the organization as set
forth in its constitution are: To
stimulate and give expression to the
sentiment of patriotism which binds
‘the women and ehildren of the Em-
pire around the Throne and person of
their gracious and beloved Sovereign:
to promote in the Motherland and
Colomies the study of the history of
the Empire and of current Imperial
yuestions; .to celebraté patriotic an-
niversaries; to cherish the memory of
prave and heroic deeds, and to care
for the last resting places of our
heroes and heroines, especially such
as are in distant and solitary places;
to erect memorial stones on spots
that have become sacred to the na-
tion; to care for the widows and de-
pendants of British soldiers or sail-
ors and heroes during war and in
time of peace, under accident, sick-
nsg or reverses of fortune, and any
other patriotic work that the execu-
tive may approve of.

All women or children in the Brit-
ish Empire, or foreign lamds, who
hold true allegiance to the British
Crown, are eligible for membership.

To Mrs. James Warburton belongs
the credit of having organized the
first chapter in this Province—The
Royal Edward chapter, mamed by
Mrs. Hobkirk, its oldest and intense-
ly loyal member, having Leen formed
in Charlottetown on April 10th 1901,
with Mrs. Warburton as Regent and
their chosen motto ‘‘Ever Loyal.”

During these years the chapter has
given assistance to many worthy ob-
Jjects which came within the scope of
its activities. The members subscrib-
ed towards the building of the Sold-
ier's Monument on which they have
also placed a wreath in memory of
our dead heroes on each anniversary

of Paardeburg Day; assisted the 82nd
Regiment in the purchase of their
colors, also ‘the 82nd Regiment; band
in purchasing new: instruments, \when
it.hey unfortunately had their instru-
{ ments destroyed by fire; subscribed
ito the relief fund at the time of the
late disastrous fire in Summerside,
also to the Abraham Plains Park
fund besides assisting The Guild of
Loyal Women of South Africa in
their work of caring for the graves
of our soldiers who fell during the
Boer War.

Last year upon Mrs. Warburtomn sig-
nifying her desire to retire from the
Presidency, which position she had
ably filled for so many years, Mrs.
George Longworth was unasimously
elected to fill the vacancy.

When the order was organized it
was looked upon as mainly a society
for social and patriotic work, rather
than philanthropic, but. during the
past year or more philanthropic work
has Leen much more largely entered
upon by the Society.

We believe that the efforts of this
society have not been fruitless; and
the hope is indulged that other chap-
ters may be formed in Charlottetown
and thranghout the Province to en-
gage in this praiseworthy work.

Due largely to the energetic efforts
of Miss Catherine Welland Merrit,
Lady Purdon Clarke, Mrs. Courtenay
Bennétt and others a Natiomal Ohap-
ter for the United States of America,
of the Imperial Order of The Daugh-
ters of the Empire has Leen recently
formed in New York with Mrs. T.
Elliot Longstafi as President. The
guest of honor at their first recep-
tion held on the 27th of last month,
was Mrs. Samuel Nordheimer of To-
ronto, President of the National
Chapter .of, Canada, whose speech of
appreciation of the newly formed
chapter was well thought out, and
graciously delivered. It is the hope
cf this National Chapter ‘that many
chapters may be formed throughout
the United States, strengthening and
giving a reality to a bond of unionm,
among British subjects resident in
the United States, which hitherto
has been allowed to weaken and ip
many cases break asunder, through
lack of a society of which they may
one and all become mempers—design-
ed to keep alive the fire of patriotism
in their hearts.

A NEW MISSION FOR THE DAUGHTERS OF THE EMPIRE.

S8ir Edward Grey stated on 29
March that the German programme
amounted to 33 Dreadnoughts, besi-
des numerous supplementary ships.
This meant that England must build
an entire new fleet, the greatest and
most costly the world has ever seen.

Mr. Asquith admitted frankly that
two assumptions on which a year
ago he had justified his government
1n keeping down the shipbuilding pro-
gramme had been falsified by events.
He had assumed that the German pa-
per program might mot be realized
and would certainly not be exceeded;
whereas last November they had
learned that prepara'tions for four
additional ships was veing made. His
second assumption was that it took
the Germans 30 months to build one
of these ships, while we could do it
in six; therefore we could always ov-
ertake them. But this is now untrue,
we have no advantage in rate of
construction.

It is thus apparent that Germany
‘has by a policy of secrecy stolen a
march on England, and that as Ler
policy is now revealed she will re-
double her efforts for fear that Eng-
land may attack her before her plans
are completed. We shall be very fool-
ish If we assume that Germany w:ll
now be prevented from building Ly

;any financial considerations. Khe is
iplaying for far wo great stakes to
be troubled by such matters, at amy
rate in the near future. German de-
ficits are covered Ly borrowing. Eng-
land will of course do her utmost to
maintain her naval supremacy, but
such a policy must lay a very great.
financial burden upon the nation. It
i8, however, less costly than war,
and is the best and probably only
way of avoiding it. Should war
come, without such preparation, it
would mean the destruction of the
Empire. i

In view of the above conditions
Canada’s duty and self-interest call
for the offer of an amnual contribu-
tion towards the upkeep of ‘thq Royal
Navy. If England is conquered Can-
ada loses the only free market for
her exports, and the only great mar-
ket for her loans. Em:land’s Pros-
perity is, therefore, not only, desir-
able for Canada, it is a necessity.
Let the Daughters of the Empire
realise their opportunity. Let them
enter on a mission to awaken the
people by voice and pen from their
stupid indifference, to realize their
duty as British subjects, and refuse
to remain longer parasites on' g too-
generous mother.
