mind has taken place. All that we insist
upon fis that if a departure is to be
made beyond what the Council is now
clearly anthorised to do it ought to be sub-
mitted to the people for their approval,

As to the purchase of the Company's
plant by the City, that is a matter in re
gard to which chere would be very strong
differences of opinion. Most people
would prefer an entirely new plant, if it
could be had without inflicting heavy loss
upon the Company. But there is a pretty
general conviction that two electric plants
are not needed in a city of this size, and
that the erection and operation of a new
plant must greatly depreciate the value
of the Light and Power Company’s pro-
perty. The Company are not popular, but
we do not think either the City Council or
the citizens at large would willingly do
them an injustice. The Company is made
up of citizens who have invested their
money in this enterprise. The sharehold
ers have been centent for some years
to do without dividends in order that the
earnings might go to improve the service
and it has been improved, although con-
siderable further betterments are needed.

Taking a candid survey of the situation
we are led to the conclusion that it would
be better for the city to purchase the
Company's property ata fair valuation
than to erect a new plant. We are well
aware that there are some extremists
who would not have the City take over
the Company's property at any price,
(jertuin]y the City ought not to pay more
for the property than it will be worth to
the City. And it istobe borne in mind
that the present location of the power
house is not one that would be thought
most suitable for a civic plant, and more-
over the City has in its possession land
suitable for the purpose ;and would not
need to purchase a site if it erected a new
plant. This is a consideration affecting
the value of the existing plant as a pur-
chase by the City, and yet it is one which
we can readily see the Company might
not be willing to entertain.

We want fo encourage capitalists to
invest in enterprises and industries in our
idst, and some consideration is surely
due to investments already made. While
the first consideration with the City
Council should be to guard the City'sinter-
est in any purchase or contract they may
make it would seem to be also their duty
toavoid needlessly depreciating the prop-
exrty of any private corporation. . Itiis for
this reason that we think ‘it would be the
duty of the Council to consider any fair
proposition from the Company for the
purchase of the Company'’s electric plant,
or its entire gas and electric property, be-
fore definitely deciding to erecta new
plant. But, as we have said, there can be
no reason why a purchase should bemade,
and certainly it ought not to be made ex-
cept at a price which would give the city
as good value as can be had by building. a
new plant,
