FRISCH PROUD
OF DEAN'S
PERFORMANCE

Cochrane To Change
Lineup in Attempt
to Find Hitting Pow-
er.

8T. LOUIS, Oct. 56—Frankie
Frisch, fiery manager of St. Louis
Cardinals, who sang a song of hate
24 hours ago, was singing a love
song tonight,
Instead of storming and raging,
he professed love for everybody in
St. Louis, and Psul Dean in par-
ticular, afrer his Cardinals tramp-
ed over the jittery Tigers. He was
itnmense'y proud of the perform-
ance of the younger Dean in heid-
ing the Tigers in check alanough
they twice had the bases loaded.
Hanging over the club . house
door is a big white sign, painted in
flaming red letters and bearing the
inscription made famous by Blondy
Ryan, as he came to the rescue of
the 1933 Giants, it reads:
“They cannot beat us.”
Frisch pointed to it and ex-
claimed:
“Boy they ain't going to do it,
either.”
Then he launched Into praise of
the gangling Dean.
“He certainly pitched a swell
game,” Frisch sald, “particularly in
the pinches when he bore down
with the bases loaded. Pepper Mar~
tin played typical world series
baseball.”
Frisch will send Tex Carleton,
big right-hander, against the Tig-
ers in the fourth game of the series
tomorrow.
When the Cardinals reached
their dressing room Dean set his
six-foot three-inch frame down on
a bench in front of his locker, de-
claring he never was so tired in his
life. He was dripping perspiration
and puffing like a racehorse.
“They didn't give me much
trouble any time,” he said. “I was
faster the last two innings than I
was at any time during the game.
I don’t hold no ball club cheap and
that’s the reason I beared down.”
