Sees European
Parley Likely
To Follow Crisis

(The following illuminating com-
ment was wirelessed on Sepl. 15
from Paris by P, J. Philip, special

correspondent for the New York
Times) :
PARIS, sept. 15—Today’s mec}-

ing between Prime Minister Neville
Chamberlain and Chancellor Adolf
Hitler at Berchtesgaden, Germany,
is going to be only a preliminary
contact, according to all informa-
tion and opinion here, in a series
of meetings that may develop into
another peace conference, This con-
ference, if it ever takes place, Will
be between equals and will not be
an imposed peace of victors on the
vanquished. ;

Toward it the first step will be

most probably an almost immediate
interview between Mr. Chamberlain
and Premier Edpuard Daladier of
France. London on Saturday is he=-
ing mentioned as the probable place
and time of the meeting. That
would be a logical outcome of to-
days meeting. Its alternative is
war.
Of what actually happened anhd
was said at Berchtesgaden little, al-
most nothing, has been allowed to
leak out. It has been, however, pos-
sible for those who know what has
been in both Hitlers and Chamber-
lain’s mind to reconstiuct their con-
versation in broad outline. As a
basis they set' these ideas.

War Views of the Two Men

o

Mr. Chamberlain does not want
his country or any couniry in-
volved in a major war, Hitler does
not want to engage in a war into
which Great ~ Britain might be
drawn, Both men are forthright in
speaking their minds, and there is
no doubt Hitler was flattered by
the British Prime Minister’s Vis

It removes the German Cha
lor from any  possibility of being
regarded as a political outcast from
the European concert, Mr. Cham-
berlain went to him as an equal,
and that has been in these past
twenty years what Germany has
wanted more than anything else.

There is no doubt also that both
men were concerned with the wide
problem of peace more than with
what is in realitf the detail of the
Sudeten’s quarrel with the Czecho-
slovaks in ~Czechoslovakia under
the Treaty of Versailles.

There. is no doubt—and Jules
Sauerwe'n, foreign editor of the
Paris Soire, on the telephone from
Berchtesgaden confirms this belief
from German sources—that Hitler
was frank in his insistence that

F’mva not been successful, but thingsT

have changed since the days of the
projected four-power pact. - During |
these past few days the problem
here has often been presented this
way:

“Will Prague and Paris drag
Britain into war, or will London
and Berlin drag France and Czecho-
slovakia into peace?”

I is the attitude of those who
view the problem ‘realistically” that
the only we.* out of the present ten-
sion is by burgaining around a con-
ference table. Germany is the ti-
tioner, She wants equality, whith
the Nazi regime has retaken and
legalized, She wants outlets, pN'-
haps colonies, She wants a health-
ier economic life than the one she
has been leading

What she has to offer is that this
periu;mal reign _of terror, both
within and outside - her frontiers,
should cease.

That is how the.problem is seen
here by very many persons. Toward
its soluttion” Mr. Chamberlain’s first
effort must be to take his own Cabi-
net and people along with him. It is
for that that he is returning to
London.
