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ENGLAND 1S MATURAL
PROTECTOR OF EGHPT,
SAYS LATTER'S PREMIER

LONDON, Dec. 3.—The Cairo corres-
pondent of the Daily Telegraph cables
an interview given to him by Rushid
Pasha, on the advantage of British rule
in Egypt.

“ England is the natural protector
of Egypt on many grounds,” said the
Prime Minister. ‘“ Her prominence in
E_gypt assures for her that the great
highway to the east will be kept open.
Her control safeguards the Eumpeaul
jlnm\cinl interests in Egypt and to use
it means the integrity of our territory.

“The enormous majority of the
Egyptians appreciate Great Britain’s
work, and on every ground would
greatly regret a break in England’s
interest in the country. We shall
have more hopes of realising our am-
bitions to become an important state
if we work under Britain's guidance.
No other power could help us in the
same way.

“ Rushid Pasha spoke in warm terms
of Lord Kitchener's work in Egypt, and
expressed the hope that when the
British Secretary of war's task in
England is finished he will return.
The Egyptians would be most happy
to have Lord Kitchener back.

“ One does not expect great soldiers
to be statesmen, but Lord Kitchener has
proven himself by his clear-sighted
policy in Egypt, to be a statesman of
the first rank.”

Four hundred and fifty deputies and
three hundred senators are already in
Rome to attend the session.

Premier Salandra, in presenting the
new cabinet, will make a statement
concerning the government's policy.
An especially interesting passage will
deal with the attitude of Italy with
reference to the present Kuropean war,
and the Premier  will explain the
reasons that actuated the government
in maintained * armed and watchful
neutrality,” the object of which was
to guarantee the supreme interest of
Italy whenever threatened.

SUMMARY OF THE SITUATION

LONDON, Dec. 3.—With a lull in
the battle in the west, Which has
assumed the proportions of a heavy
cannonade at widely separated points,
with only occasional infantry attacks,
interest is now almost entirély centred
in the struggle between the Russian
and German armies in the east.

under a strong guard.

PRISONERS TAY IN
VAN TO ESCAPE

LANCASTER, Eng., Dec. 3.—An at-
tempt to escape made last night by a
thousand prisoners in the concentra-
tion camp here, was thwarted by the
guards who charged the mobs with
fixed bayonets wounding several.

The trouble arose from the indis-
cretion of a prisoner who boasted to
the other captives that he was able
to be released. This angered his com-
rades who attacked him. The guards
intervened but were overpowered.

The reserves were summoned and
when they reached the scene they
found a thousand prisoners advancing,
armed with bricks, sticks and stones.
The reserves fixed bayonets,, charged
at the double quick and soon subdued
the mutineers. The ring-leaders were
arrested and placed in solitary con-
finement. Only one man was serious-
ly injured in the melee.

LONDON, Dec. 3.—It is reported
that 1,000 prisoners attempted escape
from Lancaster concentration camp
and were checked by the guards. This
is officially denied by the commandant
at camp. He declares that there is
not a word of truth in the report. He
says that there was some booing when
a number of Alsatian prisoners were
released but there was no fighting.

HELIGOLAND NCW IS ALL FORTI|

.. LONDON, Dec. 2—The Times pub-
lishes a mailed dispatch from Kiel, giv-
ing n cescription of the visit made to
Heligoland, by a foreiguer, who says

itantg have been removed, is entirely
in the hands of the German navy.
Work is proceeding on fortifications,
which are being strengthened, while
gunners are engaged in testing two big
pFUunSs.

REPUBLICS OF SOUTH
AMERICA FEAR TROUBLE

WASHINGTON, Dec, 8.—Grave con-
troversies between nations of South
American and belligerent countries of
Burope led to-day to the calling of a
conference for next Tuesday or the
governing board of the Pan-American
Union.

Before this board, which consists of
the diplomatic representatives ol
twenty American republics with the
Secretary of State of the United States
as chairman (ex-officio), will come the
various suggestions which have been
made by Argentina, Chile, Peru,
Uruguay and Ecuador for a stronger
assertion of the rights of neutrals, and
the exclusion of belligerent warships
from the waters of the Americas.

Evidence of the seriousness of the
situation in South America, due to the
presence of belligerent warships on
both the Atlantic and Pacific coasts
was contained in a despatch received
to-night by M. Mujica, the Chilean
Ambassador, from the Minister of
Foreign Affairs at Santiago. The fear
is expressed by the Chilean officials
that Germany's alleged violation of the
neutrality of Chile may influence the
other belligerents to disregard the
territorial jurisdiction of Chile and
perhaps cause them to send their
warships within the three mile limit
to stop German operations.

Bombs Dropped on the Home
ot the Krupp Guns by Dar-
ing Aviator who Suc-
ceeded in Getting
Away,

factory at Essen, Germany, was bom-
barded yesterday by an aeroplane. It
is said-that bombs dropped from an
aeroplane on the guns and half of the
building.

CANADIAN INVENTS
HUT FOR SOLDIERS

OTTAWA, Dec. 3—Mr. Percy Aly-
win, of Cliff street, is to be honored by
an interview with His Majesty the
King, who has expressed his inten-
tion of inspecting the hut which Mr.
Aylwin has invented for the use of
soldiers. Lord Kitchener has already
warmly approved of their comstruc-
tion and practicability, and the War
Office has issued an order for several
thousand. g

News of the succegs of the inven-
tion has just been received by' Mrs.
Aylwin in copies of British papers.
The Daily Graphic publishes photo-
graphs of the huts as designed for the
accommodation of both man and horse.
The Daily Chronicle, commenting on
the idea, describes the War Office
test,

“In Green Park, between Piccadilly
and the Palace,” it says, “a number of
little huts have been set up during the
past few days, and people have won-
dered whether troops are to camp in
the heart of London.

“Phese huts were really erected for
the War Office test and inspection,
and thousands are now on order for
Salisbury Plain, Aldershot and other
military centres, to house the new re-
cruits.

Holds Six Men.

“BKach hut provides ample space for
six men, or many more in an emer-
gency. The construction is very sim-
yle.  Roof and walls consist of canvas
stretched on wooden frames, with ven-
tilators and mica windows. The wood-
en floor is covered with matting and
the whole makes as comfortable and
water-tight a home as ‘any soldier
could wish. Men of the Grenadiers
who have been looking after them
spoke highly of the new huts as com-
pared with the old bell tents.

“The light weight, together with the
ease and speed with which the huts
can be erected, are among the points
that have commended them to the mi)-
itary authorities. Each hut packs flat,
wnd gix can be piled on an urmy trans-
port wagon. They are put together
with bolts and thumbscrews, and at a
War Office test they were unloaded
and erected by men who had no pre-
vious experience, in two and a quarter
minutes. Hospitals and stables can
1180 be erected in the same way.”

Mr. Aylwin, who has been in Eng-
land for some months, is an old mem-
ber of the Royal North-West Mounted
Police, and says the idea of the hut
yeeurred to him in British Columbfa,
