The Presbytery of the Presbyter-
ian Church of Prince Edward Island
met in regular quarterly session at
11 a. m. on Tuesday, May Oth, in
Zion Church Hall and was opened
in due form by the Moderalor, Rev.
Allister Murray.

M. E. Genge, DD, Rev. Norman
McDonald and V. E, Orsborn and
Lewis W. Mills, student catechists,
and IZessrs. Dougald McPherson,
Chas. Martin, Thos, Ramsay, George
Jardine and Samuel McPherson,
elders, and Messrs. John Anderson,
David Griffiths and  Wm. D. Mc-
Pherson, representative laymen.

After having made two slight cor-
rections, the minutes of the last
regular meeting were adopted.

Before the work mapped out for

the day was taken up, Rev. J. Keir
Fraser, D.D,, called the attention of
the Court to the fact that since the
last Presbytery meeting, a signal
honor had been conferred upon one
of our members—Rev. R. Moorhead
Legate. At the closing of the Pres-
byterian College, Montreal, on April
Tth, Mr. Legate was honoured with
having received the degree of Doctor
of Divinity from that college. It
was then moved by Rev. Dr. Fraser,
seconded by Rev. G. Carlyle Web-
ster and unanimously carried that
we extend to Rev. Dr. Legate the
hearty congratulations and best
wishes of the Presbytery of Prince
Edward Island on his having receiv-
ed this honor. These congratulations
and best wishes were very fittingly
conveyed to Dr. Legate by the Mod-
erator of Presbytery, Rev. Allister
Murray.

In a few well chosen words, Dr.
Legate thanked the members of the
Presbytery for this resolution of
congratulations and good will so
graciously extended to him. Ever
since coming to reside within the
bounds of the Presbytery he had
enjoyed the friendship and the fel-
lowship of the brethren and this ex-
pression of their kindness was to
him but another proof of the true
worth of that friendship and fellow-
ship.

Two Presbyterian ministers, who
had been laboring within the bounds
of the Presbytery for some months
were present at the court for the
first time. These were Rev. Nor~
man McDonald, who had been sup-
plying the congregations of Monta~
gue and Cardigan, while Rev. Alex
Gibson was away on a leave of ab-
sence, and Rev. J. H. Douglas, who
has been in the Murray Harbor
North and Peter's Road Congrega-
tions for the past six months. The
Moderator of Presbytery gave these
gentlemen a hearty welcome and
extended to them the privileges of
the Court.

These courtesies were by them
fittingly acknowledged. Mr, ‘Lewis
W. Mills, a student catechist from
Kingston Bible College was also in-
troduced to the Court and received
a hearty welcome from the Moder-
ator.

The correspondence was then
dealt with. Under this heading came
the applications of quite a large
number of men from other churches,

‘The Presbytery decided not to ap-
prove of the application of Rev.
Lewis Oldenburger, Regarding the
applications of students from the
Presbyterian Church, U. 8. A, the
Presbytery felt that so long as we
had quite a number of students in
our own Canadian colleges who were
unable to secure employment for the
summer months, that it was not falr
to them to recommend the receiving
of these outside students on trial
for license. These applications were
thus not approved. The applications
of all the other ministers and stu-
dents were left on. the table, It
might be added here that since the
meeting of the Presbytery, a notice
has been received by the Clerk, say-
ing that the Presbytery of Westmin-
ster is applying to the General As-
sembly of the Presbyterian Church
in Canada for leave to recelve Rety
Duncan McDougall, M.A,, a minister
of the Free Church of Scotland, as a
minister of the Presbyterian Church
in Canada. There are thus at-this
time, elght ordained ministers -of
other churches, one licentiate and
six students—fifteen in all—seeking
admission into the ministry of the
Presbyterlan Church in Canada.

The Clerk announced that he had
received the Presbyterial Certificate
of Rev. J. H. Douglas, who has been
supplying at Murray Harbor North
and Peter's Road for some months.
It was ordered that the name of Mr.
Douglas be placed for the present on
the appendix of the roll of the Pres-
bytery of Prince Edward Island.

The report on S. Schools and
Young People’s Socleties was pre-
sented by Mr. V. E, Orshorn, Associ-
ate Convenor of the Presbyterian
Committee on 8. Schools and Young
People’s Societies. The report show-
ed that while faithful work is belng
done in our 8. Schools and in our
Young - People's Socleties, yet it is
evident that there is need of still
greater devotion to this department
of our church work.

In the S. Schools, which have sent
in reports, there are some 1,650
scholars and the total membership
of the ¥oung People’s Socleties re-
porting is 659, From the returns re-
celved from the Young People's So-
cleties, it is learned that the Young
People are organized In only four-
teen congregations. In other words
about seventy percent of our preach=-
ing stations have no Young People’s
organizations,

But wherever our Young Peaple
are organized 1t is evident from the
splendid attendance at the meet~
ings that our young people are keen-
1y intercsted in the work of the
church.
