The senior
Brainerd sénds his agent to Denver
to buy the plant at any price, not
knowing that his son is a partner in
the concern.

After doubling his first offer Smith,
the agent, telegraphs his employer
that the partners refuse to sell. He
receives word that if he can't buy
to put the firm out of business. This
he sets about to do. First he has ex-
plosives placed in the factory, which
are the cause of the plant being closed
for a week. Smith here sees an op-
portunity to cause a strike and he
tells the miners to demand full pay
for the lost time.

This is denied them and a lively
strike ensues.
