SOME TRADE COMPARISONS.

Premier Laurier admits his disap-
pointment in the Canadian census, but
finds some ¢onsolation against American
criticisms in the fact that our import and
export trade make a total of $71 per head
of our population, while in the United
States last year trade was under $30 per
head. Of course the volumeof American
trade is very great, $2,125,000,0() as
against our $380,000,000, but as their popu-
lation is fifteen times that of the Domin-
ion they would need to have a commerce
of $5,700,000,00J to equal us on a per capi-
ta basis.,

‘We hear much of the expansion of the
trade of the United States, for our genial
neighbors are good advertisers and usual-
ly let all the world kaow of their prospe-
rity. If there is onother side to the pic~
ture it is not always presentad. The New
York Tribune, howeverrecently comment-
ed very strongly upon the manuer .in
which the great Republic is being out-
done in its trade with South America, and
the facts are worth reading. We quote
the Tribune:

“It is a shameful fact, but it is a tact,
that we are outstripped by European com-
petitors everywhere from the Isthmus to
the Horn—yes, and this side of the Isth-
mus, too. Despite our contiguity with
Mexico, we sell that country only about
one-third of what it buys. A few .years
ago weintervened to save Yenezuela from
British aggression, but to-day Venezuela
buys more from Great Britain than from
us. The same is true ef Columbia, of
whose imports we contribute less than
one-third.

“If we go further afleld our showing
grows worse as the square of the distance
increases. Brazil is friendly to us, and
buysmore of us than any other South
America country, but the $18,000,000 she
pays us for goods is only half as much as
she pays Great Britain, and is only ah
eighth of her total expenditure for im-
