—As was
most appropriate, the main paper’
presented at the first Quebec meet-
ing of the Empire Mining and Met-
allurgical Congress on ' September
6th dealt with that Province's most
important’ Mining industry—asbest
os—an interesting account of which
was given by Capt. Jas. G. Ross of
Montreal._ ¥
The Quebec asbestos deposits are
situated in the Black Lake-—Thet-
ford and adjacent districts in the
eastern - townships, within easy
reach of both Quebec and Montreal,
and it may be said that the modern
demand for asbestos products of all
inds has been entirely created by
.development of these deposits,
gince prior-to their exploitation the
world’s consumption of, and de-
mand for, asbestos products was re-
latively trifling.
Production last year amounted to
1 279,403 tons of all grades, with a
value of. $10,109,423, and an idea
of the dimensions of the mining and
milling operations may be gained
from the fact, that during the year
nearly 4% million tons of rock were
mined, and over 4 million tons were
handled by the mills, The Quebec
mines supplies practlcull( the whole
of the world's requirenfents in the
lower grades of asbestos, and about
one-half of the longer grades.

turing industry, and the advantage
of the changed price of the finished
products. It is therefore gratifying
to note that this state of affairs is
gradually changing, and that each
year more and more asbestos pro-
ducts are bheing made. in Canada,
there being at the present time
eight plants engaged in their man-|
ufacture.  However, this is still a
long: way from “the 49 establish-!
ments 50 engaged in the United
States. -
