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Farm Problems and Policies

Sinee the proposal was mooted several
months ago in a speech by Mr. John Bracken at
Lethbridge, the establishment of a floor on farm
prices is now pretty generally conceded to be
& necessity in .the interests of farm security. It
has even been introduced in the form of legis-
lation at Ottawa with the support of all parties.
But this is not the only remedial measure which
agriculture requires. The Canadian Federation
of Agriculture, in a brief presented last month
to the special committee on reconstruction and
re-establishment of the House of Commons,
summed up the situation in one paragraph. “The
very core of any reconstruction program for
agriculture,” # said, “must be carefully plan-
ned measures, designed not merely to stabil-
ize farm prices, but to support the general fflrm
price level and maintain it in proper relation-
ship with ether price levels and other elements
in our national economy.”

Haad in hand with control of prices, it was
emphasized, should go more comtrol of the pro-
duct in the field of marketing. The best plans
for stabilizing farm prices and income will be
of little or no avail unless they are accompanied
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incurred overseas debts. We have pledged our
future, But a new Britain has been born that
has a place in history as a people that stood b'y
its pledged word, We are infinitely richer in
industrial capacity and we offer that capacity
to the world with this assurance—that our goods
will be better, and that they will be goods that
can be trusted.” Lord Woolton said the Gov-
ernment would maintain an economic staff to
advise it on the way in which trade and unem-
ployment was going. We should have a man-
power budget as well as a financial budget each

year,

PREMIBR JONES ON POTATOES

The Federation alsa emphasized the im-
portance of proper international trade arrange-
ments, of the co-operative movement, and of
provision for enabling young farmers to _estab-
lish farms and homes for themselves - without
having to assume a life-long struggle. under a
heavy burden of debt. At the present time farm
credit facilities are altogether inadequate. One
practical step suggested was to amend the pol-
icy of the Federal Loan Board so as to provide:

" (a) A larger percentage of the capital re-
quired for the purchase of farm property;

(b) An increase in the maximum amount
which may be loaned for the purchase of stock
and equipment, calling only for imterest pav-

nts during the first two years;

e (¢) A ]ogwer rate of interest on both types
of loans. )

Parliament is taking action to relieve the
farm credit situation by legislation which is
now before the House Banking and Cemmerce
Committee. Other proposals c_bf the Federa-
tion are also ‘under consideration. Many_ of
these, incidentally, are covered in the Lethbridge
speech of Mr. Bracken, above referred toy. Bﬁt
the question is too big for party politics. \’\. heth-
er or not there be a Federal general election in
the offing, the Governmem.woul'd do well to
heed the voices of those ra1s.ed. in_support of
agriculture by every means within its power.

August Meteors

The stream of Perseids, which the earth
encounters annually at this season, is so broa.ld
that we take more than a month to cross it.
Though it may always be depended on to pro-
vide a pretty show, it never produces a spec-
tacular meteoric shower. The August shooting
stars are called Perseids because they seem to
radiate from the constellation of Perseus, which
rises in the northeast around midnight. A Per-
seid may appear in any part of the sky, even
when Perscus is below the horizon.

Before it meets the ponderous earth each
meteor is a cold particle of solid matter, usu-
ally very small, which for countless ages has
been pursuing an elliptical path about the sun.
It dashes into our atmosphere at such tremend-

‘ous speed that it is quickly heated to incan-

descence and perishes in a flash of glory.

Such is the history of every meteor except
the very largest ones. Those that survive their
passage through the air and reach the ground
are an infinitesimal part of the \\'hnl_e‘ A body
like the moon, which has no protective atmos-
phere, must be continually pelted with meteoric
hail.

The Battle of Britain opened this date, 1940;
of 400 enemy aircraft which attacked British
coastal places, including Portland and Dover, 65
were destroyed against 26 British fighters mis-
sing; from this date to Sept. 18, Britain lost
621 planes (under 600 men), and the Germans
1,867 planes (about 4,000 men); an attempt
to invade Britain by sea was frustrated by a
severe gale which seattered the imvasion ships
in the Channel.

A change would have to
be made in the Union’s constitution and Can-
ada would have to be invited to join.

stability and concentrated effort with a common
national object to achieve, I believe we can
build a peace for which our children will call
us blessed.! At the Teheran Conference Mar-
shal Stalin, President Roosevelt, and Mr. Chur-
chill arranged the vital dates for victory, but
there was no document, no ¢laborate, signed
agreement. I hope that those three great nat-
