In order to determine the most
satisfactory method of wintering, an
experiment is being conducted at
the Experimental Station, Frederic-
ton, N. B, aomparing different
types and methods of wintering,
For the greater part of the experi-
ment in 1930, two methods of win-
tering were used, namely, “mound-
ing” and “trenching’ In mound-
ing, the bush is left in its perman-
ent location, but soil is mounded
up around it to a height of approx-
imately 8 to 12 inches. In trench-
ing, the bush is removed in the fall
after the wood hes ripened, and
burfed in a trench about 2 feet!
deep in a sandy, well drained soil.
In the spring it is removed from
the trench when the frost has come

‘out of the ground, and placed back

in its permanent location.
In all, 172 plants were used in
