Writing of  the stallion races in
days gone by and the lack of trot-
ting stallions in the Provinces
Spurgeon Gammon has the following
in the Breeder:—‘‘There are pacers
and good ones a-plenty, but in the
three Provinces there are not more
than a dozen stallions with trotting
records, and the days of the stallion
race are gone. Who that was pre-
sent will forget the crowd that surg-
ed through the gates at the Union
Trotting Park, New Glasgow, some:
15 years ago the day of the big stal-
lion ' race, won by Israel, 2,13 {.
The horses went to high whecls and
the winner’s best time as I remem-
bes. was 2.333. Soma of the other
starters were Go,den (2.34},) Pea-
body, (2.34,) Specuiion, 2.25§,
and Black Pi:ot, 2.30f. The latter
was distanced in the first heat. It is
claimed that 10,000 people flocked to
Summerside, P. E. 1., to see the
match race between the stallions
Hernando, . (2.37), by Almont 33, and
Black Pilot, (2.303), by Allright.
Every man on the island interested
in horses or sport was there and
hundreds not being able to gain ad-
mission by the gates went in over
the fences, like = water over a dam,
Hernando had
Kentucky, while Pilot
bred one, and both had an immense
following, and excitement was at
fever  heat. Pilot was a beautiful,
long-necked, high headed, coal black
horse; Hernando, a fine large fellow
of splendid substance. Pilot won ‘the
the race quite handily and there was
a hot time in the old town that
night.”

Mr. Hayes will
enter this mare in the races this
summer.
