ture of alcohol, It has also been alleged
that the government has been extravagant
in the appointment of a Food Controller
at a salary of $25,000 per annum. There
is absolutely no foundation for such a re-
port. Mr. Hanna, the Food Controller,
gives his services absolutely free and Pro-
fessor J. W. Robertson, who has travelled
from the Pacific to the Atlantic organiz-
ing food control committees, similarly acts
without salary. A report was  ‘specially
brought to the attention of the Guardian
that the local committee was spending
money needlessly in organization and the
payment of a secretary. This is also
groundless. The Secretary receives no sa-
lary for his services and all the members
of the committee and ,the organizers
throughout the country do the work as a

British Statesmen Speak :
" Mayor's Banquet—Unity of Armies'
Control Has New Been Eﬂec_ted
—Cause of the Allies will
Benefit—The Submarine
War.

LONDON, Nov. 13.—"The clouds
are lowering today, but behind ansl_
above them the sun is still shining,
said Andrew Bonar Law at the Lord
Mayor's Banquet.

Dealing with Russia, the Chancellor
said: “We all rejoiced at the: pros-
pect of the advent of liberty in that
country,® liberty which as we ‘hoped,
would have wisdom and justice as her
companion and would leave prosper-
ity and plenty in her train. The l’u&ure
of Russia today is a sealed book.
But we ueed not cCespair. The Rus-
sians are.a great people, and no na-
tion has won or preserved freedom
which has not prepared to fight for
it, which was not ready to strain every
nerve to ‘drive the invader from her
soil. What will happen we do not
know, but in the meantime the ad-
vantage of Russian strength is large-
ly lost.”

The enemy has secured certain mili-
itary advantages, he said, because the
same unity of contiol di¢' not exist
among the Allies as among the Cen-
eral Powers, but in the future the
whole from the British Channel to
the. Adriatic would be treated as one
front. No one would underestimate
the seriousness of the attack on Italy,
but the Chancellor hoped and believ-
ed that the Italian army would le
able to hold the enemy until help ar-
rived.

Mr. Bonar Law said that the ene-
my had not always made these thrusts
from purely military reasons, but In
order to -keep up the spivits of ‘his
alhies.

The Chancellor added:

“The Germans say they are going
to win,. They can win only if they
defeat the French and British armies,

‘| which stand thwart them; and they

are further from that result {oday
than they ever have been. I cannot
hold out any hope of an early end of
this war, much,as we shoull like it.

“There is no short cut to peace,
Thera is only one way to peace: the
way over the hard and rugged road to
victory. It is.a question now of nerve
and staying power. All the belliger-
ent nations are staggering baneath
the'loac, It is a question of who is.
going to fall. i

“l have faith in the courng> cf ou
people, and I have faith in the justic
of our cause. It is a struggle between
the free peoples of mankind and the

soldiers. and the nation behind them
Ouyp allies know they are fightinz fo!
what they love; they know thei

hearts will not fail them.” 1

Earl Curzon, member of the wa
cabinet, in offering a toast to the Al
liés, said that unless the spirit of
German militarism and arrogance wag
destioyed, the greatest disaster the]
world had ever seen would follow,
He declared that the most notable
event of the past year had been the
entry of the United States into the
war, and added: ‘“Whatever can- he
accomplished by the=tesources of ithat
vast continent, by the spirit and ar-
dor of her people, and by the cool
calm and inflexible resolve of Presi-
