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The United Emergency
Fund For Britain

The idea and structure of The
United Emergency Fund for Britain
was conceived by a group of prcm-
inent Canadians.

The need for co-ordinating the
work of Canadian overseas rellef
societies, so far as Britain s con-
cerned, had been felt for quite
some time. Consultation with lead-
ers in Government. Religion ,Edu-
cation, Industry, Finance, Social
and Welfare organizations both in
Canada and The United Kingdon
resulted in The United Emergency
Fund for Britain receiving enthus-
jastic and warm approval.

Supported by the knowledge that
the creation of such a Fund would
fulfill a two-fold need—that of
supplying the greatest measure of
emergency assistance to Britain,
and, in Canada, the co-ordination
and implementation of well-inten-
tioned efforts to help—the United
Emergency Fund for. Britain was
incorporated under Dominion
Charter, embodying the following
alms and purposes:

1. To integrate the efforts of all
organizations and individuals in
Canada interested in offering and
providing assistance to the British
people during the emergency, in
such a way that their etfort would
have the maximum effect without
loss of identity;

2. To conduct an
jonal campaien, in order that a
single unified appeal might be
made to the Canadiana public.

3. To assist in  establishing a
unified system of purchasing which
would effect economy in national
buying and avert costly compet-
{tive bidding for available products
between organizations endeavouring
to gerve the same worthy purpose;

4. To conduct a survey of Brit-
ish emergency needs, in order to
determine intelligently what types
of assistance or specialized pro-
Jects might be undertaken by Can-
adian initiative;
" 5. To set up a national hesd-
quarters in Ottawa which would
function as an information service
hureau in matters of aid to Britain.

Moneys for the operation of The
Dnited Emergency Fund for Brit-
ain are to be obtained through:

1. A Founder Members’ Fund—
set up by contributions of one
thousand dollars from each Found-
er member, many of which con-
tributions ‘were pledged before in-
corporation.

2. An annual national fund-rals-
ing campaign—The initial cam-
paign will get underway on Novem-
ber 16th and is designed to reach
every business firn and every home
in the Dcrninion.

3. Pre-campaign pledges and
donations from organizations, bus-
iness firms and individuals—a num-

annual nat-

ber of which have been already
recelved.
4. General contributions and

grants—received during periods of
the year when the campaign prop-
er is not in progress.

Oontributions to The United
Emergency Pund for Britain an-
peal will be entitled to the exempt-
fons from Income Tax and Suc-
cesslon Dutles accorded donatlons
to charitable organizations.

Moneys received will be spent in
Canada for the centralized bulk
purchasing of food, clothing, and
other supplies urgently needed gn
Britain;

And moneys will aiso be spemt it
Canada !aa storing, packeging, snd
transportations

Moneys will b  spend in Great
Britain only in connection with de.
livery to ultimate reciplents.

The Fund will operate as long as
the necessity of ald to Britaln ex-
ists.

ing, pre-arranged rail and ocean
shipping space at preferential rates,
etc.

Centralization of information at
The United Pmergency Fund for
Britain, Information Servicee
Branch in Britain, will provide U.
EFB. Headquarters in Canada
with the varying needs in all parts
of the United Kingdom—and thus
ensure that organizations in Can-
ada sending aid to Britain will not
be overlapping in their services.
