The Manchu Prince Tuan, who has
lately blazed om the world like a flery
portent of blood and war, is the grandson
of the Emperor Tacoukwang, who died in
1850, and the nephew of the Emperor
Hienfung, who died in 1861, During the
war with Japan, Prinee Tuan was given a
post on the Board of jControl of the Pekin
field force, and after some months he was
entrusted with the command in chief of
that corps. Inl[ay, 1898, Prinee Tuan and
his close ally and confederate, Kang Yi,
were specially praised and rewarded®by
the Empress-Dowager for the discipline
and good conduct of the Pekin field force.
The significance of this praise was re-
vealed a few months later, during the
coup d'etat, and for his share in that
event the Empress-dowager increased
Tuan’s allowance by 500 taels, and gave
him the supreme command of the banner
army. The selection of his son, a youth
of fourteen, to be the next Emperor, was
still stronger proof of his influence and
close alliance with the Empress-dowager.
It was after this event that he began to
enter into relations with the disaffected
in Shantung, with the express purpose of
turning their resentment from the
dynasty towards the foreigners, and he
became President of the Soeiety of the
Big Sword, out of which emerged the
Boxers. He completely won over Nui, the
chief of the Boxers, of whom so little is
known, although he is prime director of
the present movement.—Contemporary
Review.

The 16 inch breach-loading rifle
built at the Watervliet, arsenal, will be,
itIs said, when mounted in New York
harbor, the most powerful piece of ord-
nance in existence.
