It’s strong south-
varq flow acts as a cold wedge which
ies the Gulf Stream away from ali
‘hese coasts and shunts that ocean
river, bearing the warmth of the trop-
Gs off northeastward across the oc-

ean.

“If the Bellp Isle dam is built, the

abrador current would be blocked
Jut-of the Gulf of St. Lawrence and,
shearing off southeast, would miss the
nainland and continue to affect only
‘he northeastern coast of Newfound-
land. The Gulf Streéam then ' would
2ase in against the continent, and,
flowing into the Gulf of St. Lawrence,
warm all the. surrounding shores and
‘slands.

If, af-
ter cooling off in its long passage ac-
ross the northern seas, the ' Gulf
Stream is still such a factor in tem-
oering England's climate, it would
have an even greater effect, it is he-
