PORK FOR A COLD DAY

]

The Housewife g
And Her
Activities

Few things are more appetising
than the smell of roast pork on &
cold d&& s0 here are some useful
recipes to try out,

A pork and apple ple:—-Cut the
pork into thin slices. Season them
well with salt and pepper, with a
sprinkling of grated nutmeg, Fill
a ple dish with alternate layers of
pork slices and apples (these must,
of course, have been peeled, cored,
and sliced.) Add a little sugar to
sweeten the apples, then place two
or three nuts of butter on top.
Cover with a crust of pastry,
and bake in a hot oven. A moder-
ate-sized ple takes ome and a half
hours to cook., Cover pastry with
wet kitchen paper - if getting too
brown.

PORK CHEESE

Have three pounds of fresh pork
(one and three-quarters of a pound
of fat pork, and one and a quarter
pounds of lean; this makes the
three pounds.) Chop the pork fairly
coarsely. Mix a savoury powder
salt, three saltspoons of pepper, one
teaspoon chopped parsley, a salt-
spoon of powdered :age, saltspoon
of powdered thyme, teaspoon of
powdered mushrooms and a grated
nutmeg. Press the meat into a
shallow baking tin, bake in & mod-
erate oven, When cooked, allow to

; when cold it can be cut in
slices like brawn. Serve mustard
and vinegar with it.

PASTRY FOR PORK PIES

Have four ounces beef suet
shredded.  Place this with one
ounce of butter in a pan with half
a pint of boiling water, together
with a pinch of salt, Stir this mix-
ture until all the fat is disolved,
then add to it gradually one and a
half pounds of flour. Work this to
a stiff paste, adding a little more
warm water if necessary, Knead
the dough well, shape up, and get
it into the oven while still warm.
If you are using a mould for the
pie, place a piece of paper at the
bottom of it, seeing that it is care-
fully cut to fit. Now press long-
shaped pleces to fit the sides and
secure these with white of egg. Be
sure to see that the wall of pastry
all round is of equal thickness, for
each part has to stand the same
weight. Fill up the ple, put the
‘cover in pusition, pinch the edges,
and see these are secured with
white of egg. The pie can now be
ornamented, then brushed over
with beaten yolk of egg. If the pie
is a large one, bake in a slow oven,
if moderate size a quicker oven will
be needed.
