Children Think
They Are Animals

(Canadian Press)
WASHINGTON, June 25—Evi-
dence that there exist children who
believe they are animals was of-
fered recently in a special report
of the Smithsonian Institution as
a result of studies by Dr. Ales
Hrdlicka, distinguished anthropo-
logist.

Such children, usually very
young, identify themselves so close-
ly with animals such dogs, cats
or pigs that they seem to forget
they are really human, says the re-
port.

“This strange behaviour goes so
far,” says the report, “that chil-
dren seem to speak and understand
the ‘language of animals’, imitate
their gestures in such minute de-~
tail that it is difficuls to believe
that the behaviour is purely
imitative, and consider themselves
as lower animals rather than hu-
man beings.” Such behaviour is no
indication of inferiority, says Dr.
Hrdlicka.

He tells of a small boy and a
pig once found wallowing together
and grunting at each other in a
mud puddle in the yard of a lonely
western farm house. The child,
who had no human . playmates,
with parents too busy to give him
much attention, considered himself
a pig and behaved like one in every
way. The two seemed to under-
stand each other. The boy now is
an honor student at an eastern
college.
