WAS DISABLED

RISKED DEATH
WHEN PLANE

Sir Charles Kingsford-
Smith Praises Work
Of Navigator.

(C. P. Cable By Guardian’s Speclal
: Wire)

SYDNEY, Australia, May 15—
Sir Charles Kingsford-Smith,
Australia’s  trail-blazing . aviator,
said “I thought we were gone” to-
day after he and two companions
won ‘a fight for life over the
storm-lashed Tasmanian Sea in the
veteran airplane “The Southern
Cross.”

Nervously puffing on a cigarette,
the haggard and drawn Kingsford-
Smith gave all the credit for their
escape from death to his navigat-
or, Captain P. C. Taylor.

It was Taylor who coolly risked
death after one of the three mo-
tors dropped into the sea by climb-
ing six times out on the plane’s
wings, despite howling winds, to
transfer oil in the two sputtering
motors. Unable to get altitude, the
ship then was almost in the water.
They were 500 miles out to sea
bearing a cargo of special Jubilee
mail to Wellington, N. Z., when a
propeller and motor tore loose
and plunged into the sea, throwing
an extra burden on the other two
motors.
