Newsmen Tour Red-Zone
In Cccupied Germany

By RICHARD KASISCHKE

BERLIN, Dec. -— ) —Five
United States correspondents who
toured the Russian occupation zone
{f Germany found a program of
“Sovietization” in progress, with
veteran communists in key posts.
Industry, farming and mining are
largely under control of German
provincial governments, aided and
supported by the Russian Military
Government.

The correspondents toured for
elght days through the south-
eastern section of the Russian
zone — f{rom Berlin 125 miles
south to Dresden through Saxony.

This is the first time western
correspondents have been admit-
ted into the Russlan area, under
an exchange plan which also will
take Russians into the United
States zone. Five Americans, con-
ducted by four Russians and driv-
en by United States soldier-
chauffeurs, travelled an {tinerary
chosen by .the correspondents, and
interviewed Russian and German
administrators,

The Soviet program is based
~on & planned economy for indus-
jtry and business, and widespread
agrarian reform that has liquidat-
ed the aristocratic, militaristic
Junkers, and distributed their
vast holdings among previously
landless or impoverished peasants.

Currently, there are four politi-
cal parties waging a joint cam-
. paign to boost the government-
|financed scheme to provide new
land-holders with buildings and
sorely needed implements and fer-
tilizers.

Saxony’s  toughest immediate
problems are housing, feeding or
resettling  millions of refugees

~ swarming in from Poland and
Czechoslovakia.

More than 2,500,000 of them
have poured into the state of
Saxony. One million of these have
been shifted to other sections of
the - zone, but those who stayed
have swelled the population to
6,000,000—or 777 inhabitants for
each square mile. At least an-
other 1,000,000 must be taken in
during. the next few months.
The Russian. zone also has free
markets in which peasants are
allowed to sell 30 per cent of their
production, and where anyone
with money enough can buy meats

and fats to supplement rations.
Civillans also get rationed brown
coal for heating their homes,

which Berliners and western Ger-
mens do not get.

Industry in Saxony and through-
out the Russian zome has been
geared to a strict planned econ-
omy, according to production plans
drafted by the state governments
at Marsha] Georgi K. Zhukov's
direction.

Under this scheme the govern-
ments  allocate available raw
materials, and direct where the
manufacturers should deliver fin-
ished products, and at what prices.
Similar strict control is enforced
on wholesalers and retailers, on
all except a few unrationed con-
sumer goods. o

Mines and factories are run by
boards of directors and workers’
council representatives,

In factories and mines, union-
{zatlon is 100 per cent. The gen-
eral plan calls for one big vertical
union, with multiple divisions; even
one for public administrators, to
1whlch the provincial resldents be-
ong.
