METH Oream the butter

OD:

place on a lightly floured board.
Roll or pat the dcugh to the de-
sired thickness, Some people like
to leave it about 1-2-inch or more
thick. In this case pat the dough
to the size of your layer cake pan.
Flute the edge with thumb and
forefinger, prick through to the
bottom with a fork and bake in a
moderately slow oven (300 deg. F.)
for about 30 to 40 minutes, or until
a very light brown in color,

If you roll the dough out to
about 1-4 to 1-3 inch thick, it may
be cut in any desired shape. These
are also bak in a moderately
slow oven (300 deg. F.) until a
very delicate brown, and it may
take 15 minutes or longer,

This shortbread should keep well
for two or three months if wrapped
in waxed paper and stored in a tin
box with a tight-fitting lid.

Six standard measuring cups boil-
ing water, 6 teaspoons black tea
leaves, 1 to 2 cups sugar, 1 cup
grape juice, 3-4 cup orange juice, 6
