These former barracks are am-
ong scveral in the city, All pre-
sumably are being taken over.

French, Italian, and Russian Em-

passies. It appears that the old
parracks once attached to the
GGerman, Austrian and Japanese
pmbassies  passed  into Chinese

hands earlier.

As these buildings at one time
or another all housed foreign
troops on Chinese soll, most Chin-
ese will not be sorry to see these
symbols of the period of the *“un-
equal treaties” become part of
china’s past.

That is why an era has ended,
and is probably one reason the
Reds have acted as they have, al-
though not the only reason.

1t was probably pretty clear in
washington what was about to
happen in Peiping when State
secretary Dean Acheson made his
historic speech on U.S. Aslatic

policy before the Natlonal Press
Club Jan. 12

This speech stressed over and
over the limits which Asia's na-

t:onalistic mood impose upon U.S
Astatic policy. It proposed to let
Asiatics find out for themselves
that their true national interests
are not as close to Russia as they
are to the U.S.

Acheson sald at one point: “They
(Asiatics) say and they believe
that from now on they are on
their own. They will make their
own decisions. They will attempt
to better their own lot and on oc-
casion they will make their own
mistakes. But it will be their mis-
takes and they are not going to
have their mistakes dictated to
them by anybody else.”

Now how does this idea have
anything to do with the seizure of
American property by the Chinese
Reds in Pelping? It has a great
deal to do with {t, because the
great issue Involved s whether
China and the U. 8. are going to
have any diplomatic relations for
some time to come, and it makes
the Peds oompletely responsible
for prejudicing that issue.

By grabbing the old American
barracks the Chinese Reds flout-
ed, & treaty between China and the
U.8. and created a situation where
Amrican officlals could no longer
be kept in China except wunder
dubious circumstances. If the Reds
really want, as they say they do,
%0 deal with other countries on a
basis of mutual equality and re-
aspect, they have put themselves in
a position of muffing the chance
as far as the U.S. Is concerned.

U. S. Soon To
Face Decisien On
Hydrogen Bomb

WASHINGTON, Jan. 15 — (AP)
— The Truman administration is
nearing a momentous decision on
where to put the hydrogen atom
to work toward development of a
suber-bomb far surpassing even
the latest atomic 'weapons.

The project has taken on urg-
ency from the disquieting knhow-
ledge that Russia also may be
working desperately toward the
same goal.

Scientists explained that the
basic knowledge and theory for a
hydrogen bomb is widely known
in other countries.

The whole subject of a “hydro-

gen” bomb is surrounded by a
deep official silence.
Production of hydrogen-type

bombs could mot be justified on
the ground of providing energy
which could be used for peaceful
power production, as in the case
of the uranium bomb production.|
The theory of a hy(lroqen-typei
bomb precludes any possibility
that its power could be controlled
and harnessed. Such a project
would deal in death only,

The idea of producing a hydro-
gen explosion is older than
theory of the fission explosion of
uranium and plutonium as in A-
bombs.
