ed teachers to accept professional
responsibility and to concern them-
selves with the selectior and train-
ing of those seeking to enter the
profession. .

Although much has been accom-
plished In these ways to ensure
high standards in the profession,
much remains to be dcne. A good
deal of what remains to he done
can be done only by the teachers
through their own organizations.
Teachers' organizations have passed
the stage in which they should be
solely or even chiefly concerned
with the protective tactics: they
should devote a large share of
their resources and attention to
the Improvement of those already
in the profession, Some organiza-
tlons have given a vigorous Jead
In this direction. They are finding
that it is good publicity, as well as

sound professional policy, to be
quite as much concerned that the
public receives generous service

from teachers as that the teachers
are liberally rewarded by the pub-
e '

A Co-Operativa Work

Perhaps this ie only a symplom
of the recognition of a fact which
some teachers appear to be reluct-
ant to acknowledge. Publicly-con-
trolled education is not the mon-
opoly of the teachers, It is the
concern of the whole community,
and there are many groups of
non-educators who have specific
rights and duties in the schools.

School trustees, ratepayers and
parents are among these, and all
the various voluntary organiza-

tions which may be a help, or a
hindrance, in the development of
the young. The teacher is dis-
tinctive in the fleld for two rea-
sons; he is pald for manifesting
his Interest in the young, the oth-
ers are not paid for their inter-
est; he has had specific, full-time
training in this field; the others
range all the way from gifted and
well-informed amateurs to well-
meaning busybodies, The teacher
should not be so obsessed with his
professional status and equipment
as to deny the layman the legiti-
macy of his interest in the schools
and school children,

Perhaps the proper balance will
be achieved if all concerned—teach-
er, trustee, parent, ratepayer, socinl
worker, and general uplifter — will
remember that education is pro-
vided for the benefit of one group
only—the young people who attend
the schools. This secret should be
shared by everyone in the com-
munity except the school children.
It's a hard secret for adults to re-
member, it's an even harder secret
to keep from the children, Yet, f
the young people are too fully in-
formed of this fact, It becomes al-
most impossible to keep them na-
tural and humble enough to derive
the utmost benefit from the oppor-
tunities which are provided tor
them at great pains and expense.

Once we have agreed that public
education 1s solely for the benefit
of those who are being educated,
our problem becomes very simple.
It is this: to determine what is of
the utmost benefit to those young
people; to seek this wholehearted-
ly, and to have faith enough to be-
ieve that in the search for the
chief good, many if not all of the
other desired benefits will accrue.

What, then, is the greatest good
we can assist our young people 1o
attain? A glance at the world
situation today and brief reflec-
tion upon what has happened in
the last half century will bring us
a long way towards an answer to
that question. Someone has diag-
nosed the world's trouble as specd
without control, The metaphor is
an apt one.. We are famillar with
the young baseball pitcher who has
power to burn, but he is unable to
make it obey his will—nay, more,
he lacks the experience and the
sagacity to will effectively. To-
day man’'s ingenuity, industry and
intelligence have given him a
mastery over natural forces which
he obviously does not know how
to control. Sheer intelligence can-
not solve his problem unaided.
Neither can more knowledge or
more skill. Some controlling fac-
tor must be applied or man will
encounter shipwreck individually
and civilization will founder. That
controlling factor must include the
emotional as well as the intellec-
tual; it must take into account the
fact that man lives in a soclety of
fellow men.

The Key Objective

Therefore I suggest that in edu-
catlon the key objective must be

»
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men and women than they could
become without the schools,—bet-
ter because they have become ac-
customed to seeing what should
be done and to trying to do it-—
better because they have Kknow-
ledge and skill to apply to the
task in hand,—better because they
are resolute to do what should be
done, without too much concern
for their own comfort, convenience
or advantage. This, of course,
a social and a moral objective,

Now, an objective with such
definitely moral and social im-
plications is repugnant to the de-
votees of the ‘“natural develop-
ment” theorles. Those who be-
lieve that whatever is gatural is
good and desirable find cold com-
fort in what I am saying. Those
who see in moral concepts the
source of devastating strain will
combat it vigorously. These
should read Sir Fred Clarke's lat-
est book, “Freedom in the FEdu-
cative  Society.” There C(larke
declares that moral tension is not
always nor wholly bad. Indeed he
notes that it is one of the chief
characteristics of the “free man of
good will.” He uses the parable
of the Pharisee and the publican
as an illustration. In the Pharisea
there is no moral tension at all; he
is at peace with himself because
he is convinced of his own right-

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In the.publican, on the other
hand, “tension is at full stretch.”
Yet it was the publican who at-
tained to full sanity and useful-
ness.

Clarke dismisses the idea of an
“either-or"” theory of discipline.
He refuses to believe that the
alternative for blind obedience to
external authority is the absence
of all constraint. He argues
strongly for third possibility, for
a definition of discipline which
gives genuine opportunity for the
exercise of free will, but of free
will habituated to make its choices
in the full light of the recognition
of social responsibility and moral
obligation. Walt Whitman para-
phrased this idea: *“The problems
of life loom largest to an egoist:
they diminish if not fade as one
feels the life of others.”

Clarke and his philosopher-
friends are not alone in this view.
It is gaining ground among ordin-
ary, folk more rapidly than educat-
ors seem to realize. Your secre-
tary and I have had recent oppor-
tunities to learn this. We sit on a
committee  which is currently
studying practical education in

tea is to ascertain how Canadian
young people are prepared to earn
a living in the workaday world.
On the committee serve business
men, industrialists, representatives
of organized labour, agricultural-
ists and many others not actively
engaged in formal gducation. The
educators who are also there never
fail to feel surprise at the persist-
ence and the insistence with which
all the rest declare that they are
Jess concerned about the facts and
skills which the schopls teach
than about the kind of young peo-
ple the schools help to develop.

This trend in public expectations
of public education is at once the
challenge and the opportunity of
the educator. My only conecern is
that the teachers shall not miss
the significance of the challenge.
I have no fears about their re-
sponse if only they kmow that
they are being challenged. The
schools are what the teachers
make them. Shall the schools
find their chiet function the im-
provement of the young people of
Canada? They will do so, beyond
question, if the teachers set them-
selves to see that they qo. The
