Mr. Fulton’s subject
was “A Patriot’s Desire,” and his dis-
courge was listened to with the ut-
most attention. “It is not easy for us,”
he said, “to grasp the meaning of the
statement. Like many other things
we pass glibly by them, not estimat-
ing their import, nor are we wrought
upon by their grandeur.” The preach-
er here referred to a letter of the Rev.
J. BE. Davis, a Baptist minister who
was dying of leprosy in the Lazaretto,
Tracadie, N. B, He stated that one
reading the letter could form no con-
ception of what the man was suffering,
The letter expressed cheerfulness and
confidence and trust.
