1f you remember
the award of the Duncan Commis-
sion, you will recall that we ob-
tained $125,000 a year, New Bruns-
wick $600,000 and Nova Scotia $875,~
000. That works out in the propor-
tion of 1 for Prince Edward Island,
4 3-4 for New Brunswick and 7 for

Discussing federal matters, Mr,
Myers pointed out that when the
Bennett Government took office
they found an adverse trade balance
against Canada of $110,000,000. This
condition has been more than re-
versed and during 1933-34 we s¢ld
more of our products abroad than
we bought, to the tune of $140,000.
The Dunning - budget—introduced
as an eleventh-hour election gesture
by the King Government, he char-
«cterized as a budget in which iis
sponsors “didn't know whether they
were coming or going.” It was a
“brick” which Mr, King had thrown
at Washington, after waiting hat in
hand on Uncle Sam's doorstep for
eight years, and getting nothing.
Mr, Myers enumerated some of the
high tariff barriers against Canada
when the Bennett Government took
office. It seems that there is noth-
ing shore of a famine in the United
States which wil induce them to
buy our products. . .

There is, Mr. Myers belleved, a
great future ahead for the lvestock
breeder in Canada, particularly in
horses and cattle. He hoped to see
our farmers forget potatoes and get
back to dalrying, hog' raising and
poultry — industries which they
should never have ‘left. 1
The argument advanced in favor
of United States trade has been that
that country is our nearest market,
Mr. Myers compared the two coun-
tries to two farmers separated by a
line fence.
