Farmers Borrow
30 Millions Under
Farm I.qys Act

(By The Canadian Press)

OTTAWA, March 21— Farmers
borrowed almost $30,000,000 under
the Farm Improvement Loans Act
in 1048, Finance Minister Abbott
reported to the Commons today in
the annual statement of operat-
lons under the Act.

The 1948 amount was up 61 per
cent from the year before and re-
presented about half the total
loans issued under the Act since
it came into force March 1, 1945,

The report said that for tie
fourth successive year there have
been no losses. Of the total’ of
$60,000.000 lent under the Act in
70,000 individual loans, 57 per cent
has been repaid.

Loans in Eastern Provinces with
the number bracketed: Quebec
(830), $477,000; Nova Scotia (90),
$72,000; New Brunswick (83) $85,-
000; Prince Edward Island (1),

Farm implement loans were the
most widely utilized in 1948, ac-
counting for 83 per cent of the
year's total, with $26,750,000. Next
came improvements or additions
to farm homes and buildings with
$1,350,000. For clearing and break-
ing land, $492,000 was borrowed.
