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APPLE PACKAGES.— The Farm-
ers Advocate ‘of Maw! 27th,, contains
an article in the problem of apple
packages which is applicable to this
Province. It begins asfallows: “If an
efficiency expert was asked to make
suggestions for the more profitable
marketing of apples he would say
something emphatic ‘about tl cost
of packages. Apple barrels cost the
growers 50c . a. piece,; When he sells
for '$1,50. per barrel delivered at the
Station, it means that to market a
dollar's worth of apples he must in-
vest 50c cash in a barrel, then he
must ‘wait for his money 30 or 60 days.
The article goes on to show the coSst
of the, production of barrels. The
cost of making he puts down at from
three to ten cents © per barrel and
shows. that they. cost about 40c each
and if the cooper sells them at 50¢
each he is not making too much pro-
fit on investment of money and stor-
ing and handling. Now, in this pro-
vince the making of apple barrels
costs from eight to fifteen cents a
piece, and it is very difficult to get
barrels made in this'Province that
will cost less than 40c. Apple boxes
too are expensive. The Co-operative
Fruit ' Company are endeavoring to
supply packages as cheaply as poss-
ible, but this article’ makes it very
clear that packages cannot be produc-
ed under 45¢ a barrel'and l4c for
boxes.
