The vigor, determination and
faith with which Father MacEach-
ern went about his work in this
province, in Cape Breton and in
New Brunswick were described by
Dr. MacLellan, who related that a
visiting bishop in 1803 confirmed
1525 people. Of these, 330 were
from Tracadie, 427 from St, And-
rews, 297 from Rustico, 396 from
Malpeque, 75 from Charlottetown.

In 1812 Rt. Rev. Joseph Octave
Plessis, coadjutor Bishop, visited
the Province, Tmpressed with the
necessity of having more priests in
‘the province, Father MacEachern
in that year was largely instru-
mental in sending two students to
Quebec for theological studies. In
1822, one, Rev. Bernard MacDon-
ald was ordained to the priesthood.

In 1819 Father MacEachern was
named Bishop of Rosen, and two
years later was consecrated. In
1829 he was made Bishop of the
new BSee of Charlottetown. The
