Roman Catholics
were urgent in demand for separate
schools, particularly as far as it
included those of their own faith.
The larger bulk of Conservative
support in Canada was of this
faith, To retain this support and
avert disaffectation in Quebec. Sir
Charles announced a policy ot

the rights of the inority,

Adroitly Leader Laurier took an
attitude partly of negation, but of
assurance that in fraternal infly-
ence with his political confrere
Greenway a compromise agreeable
to both sides would be secured. Se-
